The document of Outcome Budget-2016-17 consists of 6 Chapters.  The gist of contents under each Chapter is elucidated below:- 

Chapter-I  

Chapter-I highlights the mandate, goals and policy framework of the Ministry of Culture along with its organizational set up, and 
implementation of major ongoing & new Plan schemes and other allied programmes/ activities. The Ministry has two attached offices, six 
subordinate offices and 34 autonomous organizations under its administrative control. One attached office of the Ministry namely, Archaeological 
Survey of India accounts for the single largest component of the budgetary allocation of the Ministry.  Similarly, 34 autonomous organizations 
under the Ministry also account for a good part of the budgetary expenditure of the Ministry.  Therefore, the budget of the Ministry is primarily 
oriented towards institutions/organizations. In addition, the Ministry is implementing regular schemes of grant-in-aid under its Plan Budget for the 
preservation, promotion and development of culture by extending financial assistance to individuals and to voluntary cultural organizations.  Two 
schemes under Mission mode i.e. the National Mission for Ancient Monuments & Antiquities and the National Mission for Manuscripts are being 
implemented by ASI and Ministry respectively. Apart from these, two more missions, viz. National Mission on Libraries and Gandhi Heritage Site 
Mission have also been approved during the year 2013-14. The Government of India established the Gandhi Heritage Site Mission on 29th July, 
2013, whereas the National Mission on Libraries was launched on 3rd February, 2014. There are a few others schemes under the Plan as well as 
Non-Plan Budget which includes Centenaries and Anniversaries, Development and Maintenance of National Memorials, International Cultural 
Exchange Programme with various countries, Contribution to International Bodies, etc.   

Chapter-II 

This Chapter depicts a tabular format in ‘‘vertical compression and horizontal expansion of the Statement of Budget Estimates (SBEs)’’.  In 
this Chapter, attempts have been made to establish a one-to-one correspondence between the financial provision of 2016-17 and Outcome Budget 
2016-17 (the programmes to be taken up during 2016-17 along with the quantifiable deliverables, wherever feasible). For the year 2016-17, new 
rationalized umbrella schemes have been conceptualized by the Ministry in consultation with the Ministry of Finance and all schemes along with 
their aims/ objectives have been depicted in the new rationalized pattern. However, it may be mentioned that under many of the programmes/ 
schemes of Kala Sanskriti Vikas Yojana/ Museum Sector relating to Promotion and Dissemination of Culture, it has not been found feasible to 
quantify the physical outputs  as these schemes are meant to generally improve the sectors of Art and Culture in qualitative terms, enhancing the 
aesthetic content.  However, attempts have been made to quantify the outcomes, wherever possible.  
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Chapter-III 

 Chapter III gives a broad outline of Policy Initiatives and Reform Measures taken up by the Ministry of Culture.  Improvement in the final 
outcome, both qualitatively and quantitatively, arising out of the new measures undertaken by the Ministry, has been highlighted.  The Ministry’s 
endeavor in the areas such as Public Private Partnership, activities towards social and gender upliftment and also towards achieving greater 
transparency has also been outlined in this Chapter.  The constraints faced by the Ministry in achieving the outcome in terms of physical outputs in 
relation to the financial inputs have also been indicated. 

Chapter-IV 

 Chapter IV depicts the review of past performance i.e. the performance of the Ministry during 2014-15 and 2015-16 (upto December, 2015). 
The Analysis of scheme-wise physical performance has been given in this Chapter, wherever possible. Performance of various organizations and 
schemes has been evaluated.  The physical targets set by various institutions as well as under various schemes during the years 2014-15 and 2015-
16 (upto December 2015) at the beginning of the financial year could be achieved, in commensuration to their budgetary provisions under Plan and 
Non-Plan heads.  On evaluating the performance in respect of the organizations under the Ministry during the year 2015-16 (upto Dec. 15), it has 
been observed that these organizations are on a proper track to achieve the anticipated outcomes in accordance with the targets set by them. The 
information relating to savings due to under/ non utilization and surrenders of funds pertaining to 2014-15 has been depicted in a separate annexure 
of this Chapter. This information was introduced in Outcome Budget 2014-15 under this chapter as per direction of the Ministry of Finance.  

Chapter - V 

 Chapter V covers the financial review giving the overall trends in expenditure as against the financial provision both under BE and RE for 
the last three years and BE for 2016-17. Sector-wise and Scheme-wise data on expenditure/ budget provision have been incorporated in the 
statements.

Chapter- VI 

Chapter VI provides a picture of review of performance undertaken by the Ministry for the two years 2014-15 & 2015-16 (upto Dec. 15) on 
its Statutory and major Autonomous Bodies under its administrative control. The Ministry has been evaluating the performance of these 
organizations from time to time.   

Clarificatory Note: It may be mentioned that the Ministry has an elaborate monitoring mechanism to watch the progress of expenditure. This is 
done at monthly and quarterly intervals by a high level team comprising Additional Secretary and Financial Advisor (Culture) and Secretary 
(Culture). Instructions have been issued that the progress of expenditure should be even throughout the year. 

The RTI Act has been implemented by Ministry both in letter and spirit. Eleven Senior Officers (11 Divisional Heads) of Ministry have 
been designated as Appellate Authorities for their administrative areas. Twenty Under Secretaries/ Deputy Director have also been designated as 
Central Public Information Officers (CPIOs).

Chapter – I 
 
Introduction 

 Culture plays an important role in the development agenda of any nation.  Firstly, it contributes immensely to economic growth by way 
of vast employment opportunities.  Secondly, it provides goals in terms of quality of life and meaningful existence as an end to economic growth 
itself. Culture and creativity manifest themselves in almost all economic, social and cultural activities. Development of Culture should be 
considered as a catalyst to the economic development. As such Culture cannot be confined to the boundaries of any particular creative sector.  
However, it could be recognized that there are certain sectors wherein presence and contribution of culture and creativity are much more 
dominant and visible.  Elements of the Culture encompass media, films, music, handicrafts, visual arts, performing arts, literature, heritage 
management, cultural and creative goods and services etc. The Cultural development inter alia includes areas of culture both in tangible and 
intangible fields. The functional spectrum of the Ministry is rather wide, ranging from generating cultural awareness at the grassroots level to 
promoting cultural exchanges at an international level. 
Mandate and Goals of the Ministry: 

 The mandate of the Ministry of Culture revolves around the functions like preservation and conservation of Ancient Cultural Heritage 
and Promotion of Art and Culture both Tangible and Intangible in the Country.  In order to fulfill the above mandate, the Ministry of Culture 
undertakes the following activities: 

• Maintenance and conservation of the country’s heritage, ancient monuments and historic sites; 
• Promotion of literary, visual and performing arts; 
• Administration of libraries, museums and institutions of anthropology; 
• Maintenance, preservation and conservation of archival records and archival libraries; 
• Research and development in the conservation of cultural property; 
• Observation of centenaries and anniversaries of important national personalities and events; 
• Promotion of institutions and organizations of Buddhist and Tibetan studies; 
• Promotion of institutional and individual initiatives in the field of Art & Culture; and 
• Entering into and implementation of Cultural Agreements and Cultural Exchange Programmes with foreign countries. 
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Administrative Set up 

The administrative set up consists of various Bureaus and Divisions of the Ministry headed by Secretary, with its two Attached offices, 
six Subordinate offices and 34 Autonomous organizations, which are fully funded by the Government. In addition to the programmes for the 
preservation of India’s Ancient Cultural Heritage, the Ministry is engaged in the activities to encourage and disseminate a variety of 
contemporary creative arts also.  The Ministry’s basic aim has been to develop ways and means through which the basic cultural and aesthetic 
sensibilities of the people are sustained and to keep them active and dynamic.

1. Archeological Survey of India (ASI): Archeological Survey of India, an Attached Office of the Ministry of Culture, was established in 
1861 with the primary objective of surveying antiquarian remains in this country and their study. Since its establishment the Archeological 
Survey of India has grown into a large organization having its network throughout the country. The prime task of the ASI is conservation, 
preservation and maintenance of the centrally protected monuments. To achieve its objectives Archaeological Survey of India has created three 
new circles in the year 2013-14 at Nagpur, Jodhpur and Sarnath by splitting Aurangabad, Jaipur, Patna and Lucknow circles. Now ASI has 27 
circles 2 mini circles and 5 regional directorates through which ASI carries out its activities. Besides, there are six excavation branches, two 
temple survey projects, one building survey project, one prehistory branch, one science branch, two epigraphy branches and one horticulture 
branch having four divisions at Agra, Delhi, Mysore and Bhubaneshwar. Under the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains 
Act, 1958, the ASI has 3680 protected monuments and Archaeology sites of National importance in the country which includes 21 cultural sites 
inscribed in the World Heritage list by UNESCO.  

The Archaeological Survey of India (ASI), one of the oldest organizations in the country, has been involved in conservation, preservation 
and maintenance of the built heritage of the country.  Besides, the ASI is also engaged in various other activities such as exploration, excavation 
of important archaeological sites and in setting up of Site Museums for the general public. 

After independence this organization has seen many changes and has improved its techniques and methods in preserving the cultural 
property of the country. ASI is contributing for the conservation and restoration of TA Prohm Temple in Cambodia under ITEC programme of 
the Ministry of External Affairs. It has conducted scientific studies and investigations pertainging to structural, geo-technical, water stagnation 
and arboriculture aspects of this temple and has submitted a report to ICC- UNESCO. Conservation work at Hall of Dancers at this temple is in 
progress as per the project implementation programme approved by the Internal Coordination Committee and Apsara National Authority. ASI 
has also taken up the conservation work of Vat Phou Temple in Lao PDR since December, 2009. The conservation work for the Northern 
Quadrangle of the temple complex is in progress and near to completion. The wok involves restoration of damaged galleries, pediments, 
mending of broken stones, following the original design and temple. Besides this, the conservation work of Ananda Temple at Bagan in 
Myanmar, is being executed by ASI since May, 2012, which is in progress and restoration work of Thiruketeswaran Temple in Sri Lanka is 
supervised by ASI which is being executed by College of Architecture and Sculpture Mamallapuram. The ASI carried out excavation through its 
Circle and Excavation Branch offices during field season 2015-16.  

Conservation of monuments is a continuous process and yearly programs are drawn up by all the Circles, Chemical as well as Horticulture 
Branches. During 2015-16, an additional amount of Rs. 20.00 crore has been earmarked for archaeological site preservation of seven 
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Archaeological Sites in accordance with FM Budget Speech 2015-16. Conservation of Ancient Monuments (including Professional services viz. 
payment of security deployed at protected monuments etc.) - (i) Total 1700 works are proposed to the taken up for conservation, preservation 
and environmental development of centrally protected monuments in the country. (ii) Provision of visitor amenities at 60 sites in ticketed 
monuments. 
National Monument Authority: The Central Government has enacted the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains 
(Amendment and Validation) Act, 2010 vide Gazette of India dated 29.3.2010.   The Act provides for constitution of ‘National Monument 
Authority’ to be headed by a whole time chairperson and five full-time and five part time members, hailing from the fields of archaeology, 
country and town planning, architecture, heritage, conservation architecture or law. 
2.  National Archives of India: The National Archives of India is the Central Repository of non-current records of enduring value 
belonging to the Ministries and Departments of the Government of India.  It also acquires and preserves private papers of eminent Indians and 
microfilm copies of records of Indian interests from abroad.  It provides facilities for historical research and promotes archival studies on 
scientific lines through the School of Archival Studies, which runs many courses in this discipline.  It has regional office at Bhopal and record 
centres at Jaipur, Pondicherry, and Bhubaneswar.   
Subordinate Offices 

1. Anthropological Survey of India: Anthropological Survey of India was established in 1945. It conducts bio-cultural investigation on 
Indian population, collects and preserves documents of scientific interest about the people of India. The Survey through its anthropological 
research contributes in respect of the biological, social and cultural heritage of the country. Presently, the Anthropological Survey of India is in a 
reorientation mode to develop infrastructure and equip itself with the technological innovations across the world in order to reap their benefits 
for the human welfare in this country.  
2. National Museum:  It is one of the premier museums in the country established in 1949.  The main activities of the museums include (i) 
Bringing out publication on art and culture; (ii) Acquisition and Conservation of Art Objects; (iii) Organizing exhibitions; (iv) Production of 
replicas of masterpieces of India sculptures and bronzes; (v) Audio visual and other educational programmes (vi) Setting up of Reprography 
centre. At present, the Museum’s collections include more than 2.06 lakh works of exquisite art, beginning from the prehistoric stage of human 
existence. There are 31 galleries in the Museum. During this year 2015-16, the NM website saw 2.5 lakh visitors and enjoys more than 3000 
likes on its social media page, with an average of 100 likes per day. 
3. National Gallery of Modern Art, New Delhi:  Founded in 1954, the National Gallery of Modern Art (NGMA) is a unique institution 
that represents the evolution and pictorial transformation in the visual arts in India over the last century.  The main objectives of the NGMA are 
to create an understanding and sensitivity among the Indian Public towards the visual and plastic arts in general, and to promote the development 
of contemporary Indian art in particular. The collection of NGMA built up primarily through purchase and gifts, comprises of 17,815 paintings, 
sculptures, graphics and photographs dating back to 1857 and represents about 1742 contemporary artists from all over the country. The NGMA 
maintains a functional branch at Sir Cowasji Jehangir Public Hall at Mumbai and another branch at Bangalore which has been operationalized 
recently.   
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4. National Library, Kolkata: National Library was established in 1948 with the passing of the Imperial Library Act, 1948.  The National 
Library has the status of an institution of national importance.  It is engaged in the task of acquisition and conservation of all significant 
production of printed material. The Library also undertakes the conservation of manuscripts of national importance.  It acts as a referral centre 
providing full and accurate knowledge of all sources of bibliographical information and participation in international bibliographical activities. It 
has a rich collection of Persian, Sanskrit, Arabic and Tamil manuscripts and also rare books.  It is the recipient library under the Delivery of 
Books and Newspapers (Public Libraries) Act, 1954 and the repository library in South Asia. 
5. Central Reference Library (CRL): CRL, Kolkata is engaged in activities like (a) compilation and publication of Indian National 
Bibliography; which is bibliography of current Indian Publications in Indian languages and in English and (b) compilation and publication of 
Index Indiana (Roman Script) and Index of articles appearing in current Indian Periodicals in major languages. 
6. National Research Laboratory for Conservation of Cultural Property, Lucknow: The National Research Laboratory for 
Conservation of Cultural Property (NRLC) is a Subordinate Office of the Ministry of Culture and is recognized as a scientific institution of the 
Government of India.  The aims and objectives of the NRLC are to develop the capabilities of different cultural institutions of the country in the 
conservation of cultural property and provide conservation services to museums, archives, archaeology departments and other similar 
institutions.  To meet these objectives the NRLC imparts training in conservation, carries out research in materials and methods of conservation, 
disseminates knowledge in conservation, provides library services to conservators and also renders technical advice in the conservation of the 
cultural property.   
Autonomous Organizations: 

1. Allahabad Museum: The Allahabad Museum, which was taken over by the Government of India in 1986, is an autonomous 
organization under the Ministry of Culture.  The main activities of the Museum are (i) acquisition of art objects (ii) re-organization of galleries 
and reserves (iii) enriching the library and photography unit (iv) publication.  The museum also organizes seminars, exhibitions and other 
educational activities.  It is also engaged in the conservation activity of ancient artifacts, sculptures, coins, paintings, manuscripts etc. by having 
a conservation laboratory.  Allahabad Museum also organizes seminars, workshops and exhibitions for the general public and the students in 
particular. 
2. Asiatic Society, Kolkata: The Asiatic Society founded in 1784 by Sir William Jones is a unique institution having served as 
fountainhead of all literary and scientific activities.  The Government has declared the Society as an institution of national importance.  It is 
engaged in the research of remarkably varied subjects.  The Society also organizes workshops and training programmes, exhibitions, seminars, 
lectures relating various subjects. 
3. Centre for Cultural Resources and Training (CCRT): CCRT is an autonomous organization for linking culture with education. The 
Centre organizes a variety of programmes for students and teachers all over India to achieve specific objectives for enrichment of Indian 
educational system. CCRT uses various means in creating an understanding and awareness amongst students about the plurality of the regional 
cultures of India and integrating the knowledge with education. 
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4. Central Institute of Buddhist Studies (CIBS), Leh: The Central Institute of Buddhist Studies was established in the year 1959.  The 
main objective of the Institute is to develop the multifaceted personality of the students through inculcation of the wisdom of Buddhist thoughts 
and literature as well as to familiarize them with modern subjects, collections, translation, publication of rare manuscripts and research work 
relevant to Buddhist studies etc.  The proposal for grant of the status of Deemed University to CIBS, Leh is under active consideration of the 
U.G.C. 
5. Central Institute of Himalayan Cultural Studies, Dahung, Arunachal Pradesh: It was established in 2003, which was run under the 
supervision and management of Buddhist Culture Preservation Society (BCPS), Bomdila. It came under Ministry of Culture, Govt. of India in 
the year 2010. The main objectives of the Institute are to provide for instruction of various courses in Indian Culture and to promote study and 
research in different branches of Buddhist Philosophical and Cultural Studies, to prepare students for higher learning and research in the fields of 
Buddhist Studies, Bhoti Language and Literature and Himalayan Studies with pedagogic methods using knowledge of modern research 
methodology and advanced up-to-date technology and to teach traditional arts and crafts and modern technical skill sets for facilitating economic 
self-sufficiency and sustainable development and preservation of ethnic identity within the framework of national unity. 
6. Central University of Tibetan Studies (CUTS) [erstwhile Central Institute of Higher Tibetan Studies, Varanasi (CIHTS)]: The Central 
Institute of Higher Tibetan Studies was established in 1967 with a view to educating the youth of Tibet and those in Himalayan border areas of 
India. The Institute is an autonomous institution fully funded by Government of India.  The Institute has been imparting education in Tibetan 
Studies, for the last more than 40 years. The Research Section of the Institute makes major contribution in the field of Tantra, Philosophy, Logic, 
Literature, Grammar, Metaphysics, Texicography and Encyclopedic dictionary. 
7. Delhi Public Library (DPL):  The DPL was established in 1951 and function under the administrative control of the Ministry of 
Culture.  DPL provides free library and information services to the people of the National Capital Territory of Delhi.  DPL has a big network 
consisting of a Central Library, a Zonal Library, 3 branches at Patel Nagar, Karol Bagh and Shahdara, 27 sub-branch libraries; 22 libraries at re-
settlement colonies; 6 community libraries, 9 reading rooms, a Braille Library and one prisoners library at Central Jail, two Mobile Vans serving 
25 points and 29 deposit stations which are run by various Societies/ Associations to serve the urban and rural areas in NCT of Delhi.   
8. Gandhi Smriti and Darshan Samiti (GSDS):  GSDS was formed in September 1984, and is a fully funded Autonomous body under the 
Ministry of Culture.  GSDS was set up with the basic aims and objectives like preservation, maintenance and up-keep of Gandhi Smriti and 
Gandhi Darshan Complex and to propagate the life, mission and thoughts of Mahatma Gandhi by organizing various socio, educational and 
cultural programmes.  GSDS organizes exhibitions on Mahatma Gandhi, conducts workshops, seminars, literary programmes on Gandhian way 
of life and thoughts.  
9.  Indira Gandhi National Centre for the Arts: IGNCA was established as an autonomous trust in 1987.  It is a centre established for 
encompassing study and experience of all the arts, each form with its own integrity, yet within the dimension of mutual interdependence.  The 
IGNCA seeks to underpin through its programmes of collection of resource material and fundamental research in the field of the arts and 
humanities, the inter relationship with the disciplines of science, physical and material metaphysics, anthropology and sociology. The funds for 
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running the academic programmes and meeting the administrative expenditure of the centre are met out of the interest of the corpus fund.  Funds 
have been allotted to the centre for its selected projects/schemes and for its building projects. 
10. Indira Gandhi Rashtriya Manav Sangrahalaya (IGRMS), Bhopal: IGRMS, is an autonomous body under the Ministry of Culture.  
IGRMS is a Museum conceived as a growing movement to depict the story of human kind in time and space highlighting human biological and 
cultural evolution with special reference to India and to revitalize the living Museum of the country with its varied tapestry of cultures and 
community knowledge systems.  It is being developed around general anthropology as its cultural discipline and it seeks to attain its objective by 
setting up (1) Indoor Museum with extensive galleries and (2) Outdoor Complex Permanent Open-Air Exhibition.  
11. Lalit Kala Akademi (LKA):  LKA (National Academy of Art) was set up as an apex cultural body in 1954 to develop and promote 
visual arts in India.  In the past 55 years of its existence, the Akademi has provided invaluable contribution to the promotion of visual arts in 
India.  LKA is a national organization to foster and co-ordinate activities in the sphere of creative visual arts, particularly tribal, folk and 
contemporary arts. It conducts exhibitions, camps/workshops to promote visual arts in addition to providing scholarships to upcoming young 
artists. 
12. Indian Museum: Indian Museum an autonomous organization of Ministry of Culture is engaged in re-organization and renovation of 
galleries and also in obtaining ethnographic specimen and techno socio and economic cultural data.  It houses a large number of   priceless 
ancient precious collections of artifacts and sculptures.  The Museum has six galleries of cultural and scientific sections viz. Art, Archaeology, 
Anthropology, Geology, Zoology and Economic Botany.  These galleries have got their respective artifacts, sculptures inscriptions, coins, 
terracotta sculptures, pottery vessels, paintings, tribal and cultural objects, etc. 
13. Kalakshetra Foundation: Smt. Rukmini Devi Arundale started Kalakhshetra a cultural institution of international repute in the year 1936 
as a cultural academy for preservation of traditional values in Indian art especially in the fields of dance and music.  The avowed objective of 
this institution was to bring about, on the one hand, integration of all art forms and regional variants thereof and to revive the ancient glory of 
Indian culture and set standards of true art, on the other. 
14. Khuda Baksh Oriental Public Library: The Khuda Baksh Oriental Public Library, Patna is an institution of National importance and is 
fully funded by the Ministry of Culture, Government of India. The Library is managed by an autonomous Board headed by the Governor of 
Bihar. It is essentially a research oriented institution possessing 20,615 manuscripts of rare value mainly in different ancient languages and also 
2, 75,000 printed books including periodicals and over 2000 original and ancient paintings of Mughal, Rajput and Oudh, Iranian & Turkish 
Schools. In addition to its regular work of acquisition, documentation and research activities it has taken up computerization of catalogue of 
manuscripts and its vast library collection. 
15. Maulana Abul Kalam Azad Institute of Asian Studies (MAKAIAS): The institute is an autonomous body, established in 1993 under 
the Ministry of Culture.  MAKAIAS is the centre for research and training of life and works of Maulana Abul Kalam Azad with the study of 
social, cultural, political and economic movement in Asia from the middle of the 19th Century onwards, with special emphasis on their links with 
India. The institution has now started to widen its area of study to the Northeast Region of India, Southeast Asia and China as well. The institute 
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has been shifted to the Maulana Azad Memorabilia Museum in the building at 5 Ashraf Mistry Lane, Kolkata where Maulana Azad resided last 
in Kolkata.  
16. National Culture Fund (NCF): NCF was set up as a trust under Charitable Endowments Act, 1890 through issue of the Gazette 
Notification Government of India dated 28th November 1996.  The NCF was established by Ministry of Culture and a corpus fund was provided 
to NCF in order to encourage participation of corporate sector, NGOs, State Government, Private/ Public Sector and individuals in the endeavor 
of promoting, protecting and preserving India’s Cultural Heritage, both tangible and intangible.  NCF actively supports activities related to all 
aspects of intangible heritage.  It is working in active collaboration with organization like the Ramakrishna Mission, Gyan Pravaha, Ramana 
Maharshi Centre, Manana, Kishkinda Trust amongst others in some chosen fields.  NCF encourages and invites participation and collaboration 
in furthering the cause of the rich and varied intangible heritage of our country.  
17. National Council of Science Museums (NCSM): NCSM is a premiere institution in the field of science communication, is an 
autonomous organization under the Ministry of Culture, GOI. Primarily engaged in popularizing Science and Technology and enhancing public 
understanding and appreciation of S&T through a network of science centres, Mobile science Exhibition (MSE) units plethora of activities for 
public and students in particular, NCSM has now become a trend setter in the field of science communication both at national and international 
level. Presently, NCSM administers and manages 27 Science Centres /Museums spread across the country and is the world’s largest network of 
science centres and museums that functions under a single administrative umbrella. NCSM has further set up science centres at Port Blair, 
Kalimpong, the National Agricultural Science Museum at Delhi, the Maharaja Ranjit Singh Panorama Museum at Amritsar, Kalpana Chawla 
Memorial Planetarium at Kurukshetra, ONGC Golden Jubilee Museum, Dehradun which were handed them over to the respective 
States/UTs/Organizations. In the XII Plan period, NCSM has envisaged setting up several science centres projects at hand in unrepresented areas 
and several more are in the pipeline.    
18. Nehru Memorial Museum and Library (NMML), New Delhi: The Museum is responsible for collection of books, newspapers, 
unpublished references, private papers, photographs, film takes and also translation of important papers relating to Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru.  It is 
also responsible for preservation of papers of the National Leaders of Modern India.  NMML maintains (i) a personalia Museum on the life and 
times of Jawaharlal Nehru; (ii) a Library of books, periodicals and photographs on the history of modern India; (iii) a Manuscript Division which 
is a repository of unpublished records; and (iv) a Reprography Division, Oral History Division and a Research & Publication Division.  NMML 
has research fellows in the Centre for Contemporary Studies, who are engaged in advanced researches in social science.  
19. National School of Drama (NSD): NSD was established in 1959 which imparts training and propagates dramatics in the country.  The 
training in the school is based on a thorough, comprehensive and carefully planned syllabus in which every aspect of theatre-theory is related to 
practice, and in which all work is ultimately put to test before the public.  NSD is one of the foremost theatre training institutions in the world 
and the only of its kind of India.  The Repertory Company of NSD is a regular performing wing of the school which visits different parts of the 
country and gives performance in different parts of the country with its popular plays. 
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20. Nav Nalanda Mahavihara: Nav Nalanda Mahavihara (Nalanda Deemed University) is an autonomous organization of Ministry of 
Culture on principles of education as taught by the Buddha, which was the main theme of imparting education in ancient Nalanda Mahavihara. 
The Buddhism in general was taught and practiced at Nalanda Mahavihara following the age old Buddhist concept of Pariyatti (theory), Patipatti 
(practice) and Pativedana (experience) thereby, acquiring knowledge in both mundane and supra-mundane sphere. At present the Mahavihara 
offers a one-year Certificate course and two-year Diploma courses in Pali, B.A. Hons. In Pali and M.A. courses in Pali, Philosophy, Ancient 
History, Culture & Archaeology, Buddhist Studies, Tibetan Studies, Hindi, English, Sanskrit, Chinese & Japanese and Buddhism &  Language. 
Courses leading to the Ph.D degree are also offered. Apart from it, the Mahavihara also implements the schemes/programmes relating to 
Dictionary Project and Mapping of Nalanda Project. It also maintains and Mahavihara Sanskritik Grama and Xuan Zang Memorial Museum. 
21. National Museum Institute of History of Art Conservation & Museology: The Institute, an autonomous organization fully funded by 
the Ministry of Culture, was established as a Society and declared as a Deemed University in 1989.  It is basically an academic institution 
providing education and training in the specialized area of Art, History, Conservation and Restoration of Artifacts and their display and upkeep 
in Museums and Archeological sites.  The Institute conducts Post Graduate course and Ph.D courses in various disciplines. It collaborates with 
other national institutions dealing with the cultural property in order to share material, curatorial/technical expertise and facilities.   
22. Raja Ram Mohun Roy Library Foundation (RRRLF), Kolkata: RRRLF, a fully financed autonomous organization under the 
Ministry of Culture, was set up in May 1972.  The Foundation aims to promote and support public library movements in the country by 
providing adequate library services and by developing reading habits all over the country particularly in rural areas with the active cooperation 
of the State Library Authorities, Union Territories and Voluntary organizations operating in the field of library services.  The Foundation is 
promoting library movement and developing library services in all over the country by providing assistance under matching and non-matching 
schemes. 
23. Rampur Raza Library, Rampur: Rampur Raza Library has a unique collection of manuscripts in Arabic, Persian, Sanskrit, Hindi, 
Tamil, Pusto, Urdu, Turkish and other languages.  It also has a rich collection of miniature painting belonging to the Mongol, Mughal, Iranian, 
Rajput, Kangra, Avadh and company schools and has acquired the valuable Loharu collection.  The Library has a collection of nearly 20,000 
Manuscripts, 80, 000 printed books nearly 5,000 miniature paintings and Bhoj Patras etc. It has also a rich collection of 3000 specimens of mater 
calligraphers of Central Asia, Iran and India. 
24. Sahitya Akademi: Sahitya Akademi was set up in 1954 by the Government of India as an autonomous organization fully financed by the 
Government and is the premier Institution in the country for literary dialogue, publication and promotion and the only institution in the country 
that undertakes literary activities in twenty-four Indian languages, including English.  The Akademi's primary objective is for development of 
Indian literature and to set high literary standards to foster and co-ordinate literary activities in all the Indian languages and to promote through 
them cultural unity of the country. 
25.  Salar Jung Museum:   The museum was declared as an Institution of National importance in 1961.  It is a fully funded autonomous 
body under the Ministry of Culture.  It is engaged in conservation, preservation, acquisition of art objects of historical importance and 
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educational activities such as organizing exhibitions, popular lectures, gallery talks, seminars etc. The Museum is engaged in exhibiting its art 
collection to the visiting public apart from organizing variety of educational and cultural programmes based on the contents of the Museum. 
26. Sangeet Natak Akademi (SNA): The Sangeet Natak Akademi was set up in 1953 for the promotion of performing arts.  The Akademi 
acts at the national level for the promotion and growth of Indian music, dance and drama; for the maintenance of standards of training in the 
performing arts; for the revival, preservation, documentation and dissemination of materials relating to various forms of music, dance and drama 
and for the recognition of outstanding artists.  The Akademi has been acquiring art objects pertaining to the performing arts and it maintains a 
Gallery of Musical Instruments.  SNA also runs two teaching institutions --- the Kathak Kendra in New Delhi and the Jawaharlal Nehru Manipur 
Dance Akademi in Imphal for imparting  training in Kathak dance and music and Manipur dance and allied arts respectively. 
27. Victoria Memorial Hall: Victoria Memorial Hall consisting of the Museum of contemporary art continued to collect material and data 
relevant to a period depicting art history during the freedom struggle.  This Museum is also working as one of the centers of the project of 
restoration of oil painting of non-Indian origins, being coordinated by the National Museum, New Delhi. 
28. Zonal Cultural Centres:  Zonal Cultural Centres have been conceptualized with the aim of projecting cultural kinships, which transcend 
territorial boundaries.  The idea is to arouse and deepen awareness of the local cultures and to show how these merge into zonal identities and 
eventually into the rich diversity of India’s composite culture.  These centres have already established themselves as a premier agency in the 
field of promotion, preservation and dissemination of culture in the entire country.  Apart from promoting performing arts, they are also making 
a significant contribution in the associated field of literary and visual arts. The Seven Zonal Cultural Centres established under this Scheme are: 
(i) North Zone Cultural Centre, Patiala; (ii) Eastern Zonal Cultural Centre, Kolkata; (iii) South Zone Cultural Centre, Thanjavur; (iv) West Zone 
Cultural Centre, Udaipur; (v) North Central Zone Cultural Centre, Allahabad; (vi) North East Zone Cultural Centre, Dimapur and (vii) South 
Central Zone Cultural Centre, Nagpur.  The participation of various states in more than one Zonal Cultural Centre according to their cultural 
linkage is a special feature of the composition of the Zonal Centres.  The ZCCs are engaged in implementing major schemes National Culture 
Exchange Programme, documentation of vanishing art forms, scheme of theatre rejuvenation, Guru-Shishya Parampara, Shilpgram, participation 
and Republic Day Folk Dance Festival (Lok Tarang) and organizing crafts fair.

During 2016-17, the Ministry will also implement four new schemes namely (i) Maritme Museum; (ii) Scheme of Cultural mapping; (iii) 

DTH Channels and (iv) Domestic Festivals and Fairs.  
Apart from these schemes, a scheme namely ‘Festival of India’ which was introduced with the objective of promoting cultural links with 

foreign countries by holding Festivals of India in those countries is also being implemented by the Ministry. This scheme helps in projecting 
India’s cultural image abroad and enhances the tourism potential of various destinations in India. Keeping in view the impact of conducting 
various Festivals of India abroad, which makes the people aware about the richness of Indian culture, the proposals have now been presently 
mooted for holding Festivals of Indian in foreign countries on a larger scale to propagate Indian culture and traditions and popularize the rich 
variety of handicrafts produced in India. 
In addition to the above schemes, Ministry of Culture administers the following Plan schemes also in mission mode: 
1. National Mission for Manuscripts: The National Mission for Manuscripts was launched in February 2003.  This Mission aims at 

cataloguing, conserving and collecting the invaluable manuscripts from all over the country.  The Mission has already established a network 
of Manuscripts Resources Centers and Conservation Centers all over India.  

2. National Mission on Libraries: It aims to pointedly address the problems of Public Libraries and to upgrade the infrastructure and 
technological environment of the public libraries with in a time frame. For development of various libraries proposed to be covered under 
National Mission on Libraries, the programmes of up-gradation of infrastructures of Public Libraries are being taken up through Raja 
Rammohum Roy Library Foundation, Kolkata.   

3. Gandhi Heritage Sites Mission: Development of Gandhi Heritage Sites and Establishment of Gandhi Heritage Sites Portal in Sabarmati 
Ashram, Ahmadabad has been set up for restoration, maintenance, conservation and development and also for preservation of 
writings/publications etc. of Gandhiji.

 Besides, Ministry of Culture has certain schemes/ projects being implemented under Non-Plan Head like Gandhi Peace Prize; Tagore 
award for Cultural Harmony; Development and Maintenance of National Memorials; Delegation under Cultural Exchange Programme; 
Institutions/ Individuals engaged in literary activities; Contribution to World Heritage Fund; Contribution to UNESCO; Contribution to 
International Federation of Arts Councils and Culture Agencies (IFACCA); GRL, Monastic School, Bomdila, etc.  
  As per the decision taken by the Task Force on SCSP and TSP in 2010, certain Ministries/Departments including Ministry of Culture 
have no obligation for earmarking Plan funds under SCSP.  However, the Ministry has been earmarking 2% of its Plan allocation for TSP from 
the year 2011-12 under certain selected organizations/schemes of the Ministry. 

In so far as segregation of cultural activities exclusively for women is concerned, it is quite difficult to assess benefits flow in various 
fields of Art & Culture. The existing institutional system does not make it possible to precisely identify facilities, beneficiaries and contributions 
of women in various cultural fields.  In this Ministry, there are no schemes / programmes which are exclusively gender specific.  However, it is 
possible to quantify tentatively Plan funds for Annual Gender Budget under some of the Central Schemes namely, Zonal Culture Centers (ZCCs) 
and ‘‘Financial Assistance for Promotion of Art & Culture’’ being directly operated under Promotion and Dissemination of Art and Culture 
Head.

Chapter- III 

 
Introduction  

Role of Culture 

The aim of Ministry of Culture has been to preserve the cultural heritage of the country through the institutions of Archaeological Survey of 
India, Museums, Archives, Akademies, Public Libraries and schemes for promotion of art and culture in various fields so that continuity to our 
cultural traditions, both tangible and intangible is maintained and achieved in the context of cultural development.  The programmes for 
encouragement of contemporary creativity are done through three National Akademies working in the field of performing art, literature and visual 
arts and also through  provision of the incentives, awards and fellowships so that the articulation of art and culture genre is sustained.  Many 
initiatives have been taken by the Ministry to develop culture at the grass root level itself.  Seven Zonal Culture Centres set up in different parts of 
the country in this direction have been highlighting not only cultural kinships transcending territorial bounds through their interactive cultural 
development programmes but have also helped in harnessing the close relationship that subsists between peoples’ cultural consciousness and human 
resources development, which act as a catalyst to the economic development. Therefore, the aspect of cultural development in the context of 
acceleration of the economic growth cannot be over emphasized.  It is a recognized fact that culture plays a key role in sustaining the physical 
environment, preserving family values, protecting civil institutions in the society, etc. Culture acts as a vehicle of national integration.  Culture 
encourages individuals and communities to seek, find and strive for artistic expression and thereby enhancing creativity in the society, the quality of 
which ultimately encompasses various other developmental fields.    

Modernization and technological development in the country should not be allowed to invade or affect or dilute the age old cultural 
traditions of the country.  The endeavor and the approach of the Ministry have always been to discourage any act inimical to the country’s social 
and cultural fabric and its ancient cultural heritage. The programmes/ activities of the Ministry have been to build a path towards a positive direction 
by implementing programmes/ schemes to develop and sustain the cultural traditions of the country.  In this context, the relevance of evolving a 
National Cultural Policy by the Ministry assumes greater significance.   
Towards policy initiatives 

Ministry of Culture has 8 National level Cultural Institutions directly under it and is responsible for 34 Autonomous Organizations. A closer 
scrutiny of their functioning reveals that there was scope for enhanced professionalization, through recruitment of trained experts to take up their 
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critical functions. Professionalization will be further strengthened at the other levels, with special drives of recruitment to fill vacant posts and 
creation of posts (where absolutely necessary), so that important tasks like Conservation, Restoration, Archival Management, Digitization of 
Records, Archaeological Exploration and Publication of Reports are attended to on priority.  

In the last two decades, India has witnessed an unprecedented boom in urbanization and in construction activities, many of which have been 
threatening (or obscuring) monuments of national importance. As the regulator was unable to check these incursions, Government amended the 
Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites & Remains Act (i.e. AMASRA) in March, 2010, introducing several radical changes. 

An Advisory Committee on World Heritage matter has been set up. The task of the Committee is to review the tentative list of Heritage 
Sites of India on UNESCO list and make recommendations for suitable addition/ deletion; to consider and recommend heritage sites for nomination 
for inscription on World Heritage list, taking into account both the universal outstanding value of the site and quality of nomination dossier; to 
consider and recommend for approval with or without modifications, every nomination dossier; to review and recommend a list of sites suitable for 
nomination in the next three to four years; to review the existing site management plan (SMP) and to give suitable recommendations for 
implementation of existing SMPs and development of SMPs for other sites where none exist and to undertake special reviews and give 
recommendations on time bound actins to be taken in respect of management of World Heritage Sites in danger, if any. 

In order to facilitate ticketing for tourists, both national and international, to all ticketed monuments, ASI is being introduced electronic 
ticketing also on experimental basis, at Taj Mahal, Agra and Humayun’s Tomb, Delhi in the first instance. This facility extended to other ASI 
ticketed monuments also. It is envisaged that electronic ticketing would result in greater footfall at heritage monuments, as tourists would be able to 
plan their visit in advance without apprehension of inconvenience at ticket counters. It would also result in full proof accounting of tickets sold, in 
turn bringing in enhanced revenue. ASI will undertake to implementation of e-governance in all its offices in the country. This would entail 
computerization of all processes and documentation in ASI. It would also provide online inter-face between ASI Hqrs. and its field offices with the 
public through digitized farms and applications. To ensure safety and comfort of tourists, ASI will enhance security arrangements at ASI 
monuments and sites, by providing additional personnel. The Adarsh Smark scheme is proposed to be extended to other monuments. Each adarsh 
smark would offer enhanced security, improved signage, aids for differtly abled such as brail, wi-fi, water management facilities amongst other 
things to the tourists. A conservation portal is being launched by ASI with a view to provide information regarding the conservation 
activities/estimates/expenditure being taken up, in public domain. A ‘‘Must See Monuments’’ portal is under launch by ASI which will provide 
detailed information regarding all important monuments. 

To meet the mandate of the Ministry, Rashtriya Sanskriti Mahotsav, the National Cultural Festival of India is proposed to be organized, 
conceptualized by the Ministry of Culture, Government of India to celebrate spirit of Tradition, Culture, Heritage and Diversity of our incredible

country. The broader objective of this Mahotsav is to Preserve, Promote & Popularise the heritage of Indian Spirit, to reconnect the new generation 
with our culture and to showcase the country and the world our soft power of unity in diversity. 

To ensure sustained attention to development of libraries, besides other recommendations, National Knowledge Commission had also 
recommended setting up a ‘‘National Mission on Libraries’’. The Ministry has set up a National Mission on Libraries under which four core areas 
viz. Creation of National Virtual Library of India; Setting up of NML Model Libraries; Quantitative and Qualitative Survey of Libraries; Capacity 
Building for re-vamping the Public Library System & Services have been identified. With the aim of equitable and universal access to knowledge 
resources, the National Virtual Library of India (NVLI) would provide digital resources by digitizing the relevant reading material in different 
languages, which would be shared at all levels. The target users of NVLI will not only be students, researchers, doctors and professionals but also 
the educationally, socially, economically and physically disadvantaged groups. Thus, it would empower people with information in order to create a 
knowledge society and also ensure preservation of digital content for posterity. Digital libraries open up the possibility of far more flexible and 
coherent multimedia collections that are both fully searchable and brow-sable in multiple dimensions. As each generation becomes more in tune 
with the Internet, their desire to retrieve information as quickly and easily as possible has increased. Finding information by simply searching the 
Internet is considered much easier and faster than reading an entire book. This initiative of National Mission on Libraries will largely facilitate the 
internet savvy people in making maximum use of library resources.   
Reform Measures 

The institutions under the Ministry of Culture which function in various specialized areas of forms of art and culture, act as engines of 
cultural growth in the country.  The development of these institutions with adequate infrastructure in order to discharge their functions, for which 
they have been set up, cannot be overemphasized. Recognizing these facts, the programmes and activities of the Ministry were chalked out during 
the XI Plan. Accordingly, step up in the provision especially under Plan for strengthening the developmental activities has been accorded due 
priority in respect of major institutions in the areas of archaeology, museums, archives and archival libraries, public libraries and anthropology & 
ethnology.  Further, most of the grant-in-aid schemes under Performing Arts and Museum Sectors implemented by the Ministry were revised/ 
modified during 2010-11/ 2011-12 in consultation with the Planning Commission for their implementation during XII Five Year Plan (2012-17). 
For effective implementation of Plan schemes, all ongoing plan schemes of XI Plan were evaluated through Educational Consultants India Limited 
(EdCIL)/ Independent Committee. From the year 2015-16, as a result of assigning new role to NITI Aayog (former Planning Commission), the 
Annual Plan allocation in respect of Ministry of Culture has been approved by Ministry of Finance on the basis of Plan expenditure proposals for 
2015-16 submitted to them. Ministry of Finance had rationalized Central Sector Schemes during 2015-16 while indicating systematic plan outlay 
for the rationalized new heads. For the Financial year 2016-17, on the instructions of the Ministry of Finance (MoF), new rationalized umbrella 
schemes have been conceptualized by the Ministry in consultation with the MoF and all schemes along with their aims/ objectives have been 
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depicted in the revised rationalized pattern. As per new rationalized/ restructured format, Plan and Non-Plan outlays for the financial year 2016-17 
have been reflected together under new umbrella schemes viz. (i) Secretariat- Social Services; (ii) Archaeological Survey of India; (ii) Cultural 
Institutions; (iv) Museums; (v) Library and Archives; (vi) Kala Sanskriti Vikas Yojana; (vii) International Co-operations; and (viii) Centenary and 
Anniversary Celebrations.   

During 2016-17, under Museum Sector, the major plan activities include setting up of a Maritime Museum. National Council of Science 
Museums will continue its work on setting up Innovation Hubs with 04 ready for inauguration and work for 16 new Innovation Hubs in progress, 
targeting the youth of the country so as to spread a culture of innovation and inspire young students to develop a spirit of innovation. The 
digitization of records programme has been speeded up by National Archives of India, National Library, Indira Gandhi National Centre for the arts 
and other Archival libraries to have a digital form of records from documents/ manuscripts and microfilms available with them. The furtherance of 
the museum movement will encompass the broad functional areas like establishment & up-gradation of local and regional museums including 
virtual museums, modernization of state level and national level, establishment of larger scale museums in State Capitals through partnership with 
State Govt./ Civil Society, programme of digitization of collection in all museum to facilitate, accessibility through ICT technology, capacity 
building and training of existing staff of museums, creation of additional facilities for museum such as museum design and museum management, 
etc.  

As per implementation of announcements made by Hon’ble Pm on the occasion of 75th Anniversary of Dandi Salt Satyagrah  on April, 
2005. Hon’ble Prime Minister made some announcements including (a) Commissioning a grand statue of Mahatma Gandhi and his 78 original 
followers; (b) Establishing a modern Library of Gandhian Studies at Dandi; (c) Building a heritage road connecting Ahmedabad and Dandi, with a 
pathway, along the route that Gandhiji and his followers took; and (d) Developing as ‘Heritage Sites’ each of the venues at which Mahatma Gandhi 
halted for the night on his historic Yatra. The latest status of these projects is as under:-  
 
(i)The establishment of the National Dandi Memorial Salt Satyagrah Complex the design of the Memorial has been finalized and approved and the 
work is proposed to start during 2016-17; (ii) The High Level Dandi Memorial Committee (HLDMC) has recommended that the work of the 
development of Dandi Heritage Path may be done in two phases. Approval for the Ist phase of the project has been accorded.  Out of 43.60 kms. 
Length, 38.42 kms. Length cement concrete road has been completed by Government of Gujarat and the remaining work is expected to be 
completed during 2016-17; and (iii) The work regarding Development of the 21 Night Halts venues at which Mahatma Gandhi halted for the 
night on his historic Yatra, is proposed to be completed during 2016-17.  
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 The ‘‘Gandhi Heritage Sites Mission’’ (GHSM), envisaged seven (7) projects relating to the Gandhi Ashram Trust in Bangladesh, Gandhi 
Smarak Sangrahalaya, Kolkata, setting up a permanent exhibit on Mahatma Gandhi in South Africa, creation of Database relating to Gandhi 
Heritage Sites, developing the Architectural Framework for the Heritage Sites, procurement of the digital version of the ‘‘Indian Opinion’’ from the 
National Library of South Africa and creation of an interactive website for the GHSM. During 2016-17, the Mission proposes to execute six (6) 
projects like Creation of an interactive website for the GHSM, Setting up a Museum at Vykom (Vaikkam), Conservation/Renovation of the 
Museum of the Aga Khan Palace, Pune, Developing a site Museum in the Old St. Stephen’s College Building, Delhi,  Renovation and restoration of 
Dashina Bharat Hindi Prachar Sabha (Gandhi Nivas) at Chennai and Digitization of material related to Mahatma Gandhi available at Maneklal 
Jethabhai Library of Ahmedabad. 

With a view to speed up the release of grants by curtailing the time of the procedural delay, the process of centralized certification of funds 
under budgetary allocation was done away w.e.f. August 2008. Since then, concerned sections have been undertaking the work of certification of 
funds concerned with their schemes/organizations. The Principal Account office is responsible for accounting matter relating to the Ministry 
through the concerned Pay and Accounts offices which are performing the payment functions, monitoring of budget and compilation of Accounts of 
all transactions. With the introduction of computerized system like Electronic Clearing Service (ECS) for releasing the Grants-in-aid to all grantee 
institutions, control of its expenditure, computerized monthly accounts of the Ministry, preparation of Appropriation Accounts, etc., these system 
have led to achieve accuracy and speed in various functions of the Pay and Accounts offices and also maintaining transparency in various functions 
of accounting process. 
Public / Private Partnership 

The Ministry of Culture has made laudable efforts to encourage Public/ Private Partnership in the area of promoting, protecting and 
preserving the cultural heritage of the country.  Towards this end, National Culture Fund (NCF) was established in 1996 by the Ministry of Culture 
with the objective to promote public private programme to replenish the Indian culture.  It invites participation and collaboration to preserve and 
protect the tangible and the intangible heritage of India. It was set up to introduce innovative pattern of culture funding in India.  It enables the 
Government to mobilize extra budgetary resources from Government, Non-Government agencies, private institutions and individuals for the 
preservation of the rich cultural heritage of India.NCF is associated with many leading Corporate Houses, Public Sector Units, International Trusts 
and Funding agencies for conservation and preservation of many heritage sites and monuments. 

NCF’s primary mandate is to establish and nurture Public Private Partnerships (PPP) in the field of heritage. NCF’s responsibility is to 
sensitize this Sector in realizing its role in the holistic development of the country and in claiming Heritage as part of their Corporate Social 
Responsibility. NCF has unrelentingly continued its thrust on reframing and revitalizing over 30 ongoing projects and strive towards their 
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completion.  Not only has its established new partnerships, but has also taken forward the existing relationship to a higher level. Year on Year the 
activities and action of NCF have grown owing to be awareness as well as necessary to preserve our countries heritage monuments. The NCF got its 
initial impetus through a corpus contribution by the Government of India, Ministry of Culture to the tune of Rs.19.50 crore.  
Social and Gender Empowerment Process 

Ministry of Culture has been laying adequate emphasis in the involvement of people at large in its programmes.  Most of the programmes 
designed and undertaken by the Ministry and its various organizations through their respective activities encompasses the individual artists, artist 
communities, voluntary cultural organizations and the people at large.  Activities designed and adopted by Zonal Cultural Centres (ZCCs) involve 
the development of arts in the respective zones for which these ZCCs were set up and the participation of local artists/performers and people from 
the respective regions in the activities of these centers has been accorded due priority.  In case of Akademies such as Sangeet Natak Akademi, 
Sahitya Akademi and Lalit Kala Akademi, the involvement of general public in the programmes cannot be ignored. Public Libraries, especially Raja 
Rammohun Roy Library Foundation which extends financial assistance for setting up of libraries including those in rural areas, cater to general 
public including the women and physically challenged persons.  Educational and Out-Reach Programmes and Exhibitions organized by various 
museums and other cultural organizations under MoC for the benefit of the students and the general public at large, also deserve special mention in 
this context.  

In case of gender empowerment, in most of the programmes/schemes of organizations under the Ministry of Culture, particularly of Zonal 
Cultural Centres; Sangeet Natak Akademi; Sahitya Akademi; Lalit Kala Akademi; National School of Drama; Centre for Cultural Resources and 
Training, and Kalakshetra Foundation, participation of women in the programmes, on a rough estimate, could be substantial. Apart from this, the 
involvement of women under the programmes/activities in the areas like public libraries, museums, anthropological institutions would also be of a 
considerable one. As most of the programmes/activities of Ministry of Culture and its organizations are focused towards the development of art & 
culture in general, the participation of women in programmes like research, documentation, exhibitions in the field of culture may be quite 
commendable.  However, it has not been found possible for this Ministry to quantify the funds out of the budgetary allocations and outcomes in 
physical terms under many schemes which exclusively benefit the women. However, this Ministry has been indicating 30% of the budgetary 
allocation for the benefit of women under ZCCs (under umbrella scheme ‘‘Cultural Institutions’’) and Scheme of Financial Assistance for 
Promotion of Art & Culture and Fellowship Scheme (under umbrella scheme ‘‘Rashtriya Sanskriti Vikas Yojana’’). 
Scheduled Caste Sub-Plan (SCSP) & Tribal Sub-Plan (TSP) 

In a meeting of Task Force on SCSP and TSP held on 27.10.2010 under the Chairmanship of Dr. Narendra Jadhav, Member, Planning 
Commission, it was decided that as per modified criteria, certain Ministries/Departments including Ministry of Culture have no obligation for 
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earmarking Plan funds under SCSP.  In case of TSP, the Ministry has been earmarking 2% of its Plan allocation from the year 2011-12 under 
certain selected organizations/schemes of the Ministry. 
Right to Information Act 2005  

RTI Act had been introduced to bring about greater transparency in the clean & fast functioning of the Government. To implement the Act, 
this Ministry had designated 20 CPIOs and 11 Appellate Authorities. Their task is to keep vigil on the smooth functioning of the Ministry. Ten 
Senior Officers (10 Divisional Heads) of Ministry have been designated as Appellate Authorities for their administrative areas. Eighteen Under 
Secretaries/ Deputy Director have also been designated as Central Public Information Officers (CPIOs). 

To implement the RTI Act, 2005 the ISTM organizes Workshops/ Seminars to train the CPIOs to handle the job and help the Ministries in 
implementing all provisions of RTI Act wherein Officers/ CPIOs participate in such Workshops/ Seminars being held from time to time. During the 
period 01/04/2015 to 31/12/2015, the position of RTI request/ applications received by Ministry of Culture is indicated as under:

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A REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE OF STATUTORY AND AUTONOMOUS BODIES UNDER THE 

ADMINISTRATIVE CONTROL OF MINISTRY OF CULTURE 

 Ministry of Culture has 34-autonomous/statutory bodies under its administrative control. Out of the 34 organizations, seven are Zonal 
Cultural Centres (ZCCs) established in various regions in the country.  These autonomous/statutory bodies are functioning in different areas 
of art & culture namely, Museums; Public Libraries and Archival Library; Performing Arts; Plastic and Literary Arts; Buddhist and Tibetan 
Studies; Memorials; etc. On reviewing the performance of these institutions for the last two years i.e. 2014-15 and 2015-16 (upto December, 
2015) it is noted that their performances have been generally of a high standard vis-à-vis their objectives. 
CULTURAL INSTITUTIONS 

SANGEET NATAK AKADEMI 

The Sangeet Natak Akademi (SNA) was set up in 1953 for the promotion of performing arts in the country. The Akademi acts at the national 
level for the promotion and growth of Indian music, dance and drama; for the maintenance of standards of training in the performing arts and 
other related areas. SNA has its Kathak Kendra at New Delhi and Jawahar Lal Nehru Manipur Dance Akademi at Imphal for promotion of 
Manipuri Dance. In addition to these centres, there is also the Kuttiyattam Centre in Kerala and Chhau Centre at Baripada, Jamshedpur for 
promotion of these specialized art forms of India. The Akademi is devoted to the furtherance of the performing arts of India and seeks to 
achieve this by arranging performances by renowned veterans as well as by talented artistes of the younger generations through training 
programmes, award of scholarships and documentation. During the year 2014-15 the Akademi added approximately 335 hours 40 minutes of 
video recording and 41 hours minutes of audio recordings to its archive. The total holding of archives now stands as 8896 hours of video 
recording and 8006 hours of audio recording and 1.44 lakh feet of 16mm filk material. Total 25895 color photographs were added to the 
archives of the Akademi. The total holdings of archives stands at 2,95,478 and 40,443 photographs (B/W and color slides) the museum of the 
Akademi now holds more than 3000 objects comprising musical instruments, mask, puppets, headgears, costumes and other artifacts related 
to performing art. ‘‘Desaj’’ --- a festival of tribal and folk performing arts of India featuring more than 250 artistes organized in collaboration 
with National Book Trust during the World Book Fair. SNA presented a ‘Nrityarupa’ a Mosaic of India Dance showcasing six major dance 
traditions presented by eminent dancers, during the Festival of India in  Vietnam at Hanoi, Da Nang and Ho Chi Minh City. SNA presented 
‘Saptakam’ a Septet of Indian Dance showcasing seven major dance traditions was held during the Festival of India in China at Beijing, 
Kunming, Deli, Shenzhen and Shanghai from 27th June, to 13th July, 2014. The Akademi in one of its programme Sanchayan from 25th 
October, to 27th December, 2014 screened and featured various puppet shows, Hindustani Classical Flute plays, Kathak and Odissi dances. 
During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), SNA has added 94 books to akademi’s references library and 90 books received as gift. Katthak 
Kendra organize various programmes like Nritya Rang Choreographed by Guru prernan Shri Mali and Purvarag by JaiKishan Maharaj in 
Indian Classical Festival at Chandigarh. 14 regular programmes on Kuttiyatam in different town and cities of Kerala were organized by 
Kuttiyattam Kendra. Chhau Kendra has given Financial Assistance to ongoing training programmes of its projects. Center for puppetry and 
other centers organized Putul Yatra, 5 puppet performance presented in Sparsh Purvotar, 2 Days puppet presentation was held at Delhi. 10 
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Cultural programmes organized/participated by JNMDA. Sattritya Dance Repertoire at 6th Keremane Shambhu Hegde Memorial Rashtriya 
Nrityotsava, Gunavante and 20 days workshop were held on Sattriya Dance. 344 cultural institutions were financially supported during 2015-
16. Since, its inception, the Ministry has been regularly monitoring its functioning and it has been found to be discharging its duties 
satisfactorily. 
SAHITYA AKADEMI 

Sahitya Akademi was set up in 1954 as an autonomous organization of Ministry of Culture. Sahitya Akademi is a national 
organization which strives to work actively for the development of Indian Letters and to set high literary standards, to foster and coordinate 
literary activities in all Indian languages and to promote through them the cultural unity of the country. Sahitya Akademi is a central 
institution for literary dialogue, publication and promotion in the country and the only institution that undertakes literary activities in 24 
Indian languages including English. Over more than 57 years of existence, it has ceaselessly endeavored to promote good taste and healthy 
reading habits, to keep alive the intimate dialogue among the various linguistic and literary zones and groups of India, through seminars, 
symposia, lectures, discussions, readings and performances including folk arts to increase the pace of mutual translations through workshops 
and individual assignments and to develop a serious literary culture through the publication of journals, monographs, individual, creative 
works of every genre, anthologies, encyclopedias, dictionaries, bibliographies, writers’ directories and histories of literature. During the year 
2014-15 Sahitya Akademi’s presented Bal Sahitya Puraskar for 2014 to 24 writers of Children’s Literature, which was followed by writers 
meet organized on 15 November, 2014 as a part of encouraging young writers in Indian Languages, Yuva Puraskar to 21 Young Indian 
Writers were given for their literary achievement. Sahitya Akademi translation prizes for 2013-14 were also presented to translators in 24 
languages at a grand ceremony organized at Guwahati, Assam on 22/08/2014. Under Cultural Exchange Programmes, Sahitya Akademi 
organized 3 writers meets including writers delegation from Thailand, Chinese Writers’ Delegations, etc. During 2015-16 (upto December, 
2015), the Akademi purchased 1048 books including foreign books. In addition to these, newspapers, magazines, journals were also 
purchased at headquarter as well as for 3 Regional Offices library. It published more than 319 books including re-prints in 24 languages 
recognized by Sahitya Akademi. 5 issues of Indian literature and 3 issues of Sanskriti Pratibha were also published. More than 326 
programmes including seminars, literary forums, through my window, symposium etc. were organized by the Akademi. Travel grant to 6 
authors in 24 languages was given by the Akademi. The Akademi has also organized more than 125 books exhibitions/fairs/participated 
during the period under review. The Ministry has been continuously monitoring its activities and performance.  
LALIT KALA AKADEMI (LKA) 

The Lalit Kala Akademi which is the National Akademi of Fine Art was set up in 1954 to develop and promote visual arts in India. 
The main objective of the Akademi is to provide infrastructural facilities to the artist community for the development of art in the country, 
especially in the field of contemporary art. The Akademi’s sincere commitment for the development of arts is evident through the national 
and international exhibition programs organized by the head-quarters in New Delhi and by its regional centers situated at Bhubaneswar, 
Chennai, Kolkata, Lucknow, Shimla and Garhi, New Delhi. As a cultural body that hovers above the entire Indian subcontinent, it plays a role 
to inter-link the diverse cultures of India to weave up a cultural spread that is magnificent for its colorful threads of creative genius and 
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brilliant designs that delineate fascinating features of Indian life. The Akademi started a new series entitled ‘Artists on Art’. This programme 
is a regular event of the Akademi. It has been mainly conceived to document the oral history of art from the experiences and memories of 
those artists who contributed immensely to the progress of Modern and Contemporary Indian Art. For this programme, the Akademi invites 
an eminent artist and an art critic or an art historian or a curator to be in dialogue with the artist. The artist presents a slideshow of his works 
of art and provides intimate details and makes explicit the process of making a particular work of art. The critic provides a close 
understanding of the journey of the artist, which facilitates to understand the artist and his works of art. There is also an archival intend behind 
this project, so that the Akademi has material with it which the Akademi can preserve and can be useful for research. During the year 2014-15 
the Akademi has undertaken to research projects which are duly facilitated by Regional Centre, Kolkata on (i) documentation on popular 
native arts of Chitpur and allied areas of Kolkata and (ii) Preservance and Digitizing Art Activities during Puja Festival in Kolkata. Regional 
Centres Garhi, organized an art expression workshop for children of the Nizammudin slum and provided an excellent opportunity for children 
to initiate open communication amidst natural surroundings, appreciating and imbibing natural values. A National Painters Workshop was 
organized in Tripura at the Department of Fine Arts, Tripura University. The Regional Centre Chennai, in collaboration with Banyan Hearts 
Open Studios, Hyderabad, has organized the Regional Print-Making Camp (Relief Colour Print-Making) at Hyderabad from 21-11-2014 to 
27-11-2014. During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), Lalit Kala Akademi organized exhibition titled ‘Remembering M.V. Devan at Kochi & 
Chandigrah. Activities under Hirdiya and Prasad projects were also taken up it has set up Interpretation Centre of Ram Kumar and talent 
research at Varanasi including digital images of art works of Shri Ram Kumar. The Akademi also organized exhibition ‘Neo Tantrik Art 
Exhibition’ at Varanasi and Artist camp-cum-exhibition at Varanasi and organized lecture series --- ‘Remembering of M.V. Devan’. The 
Ministry has been reviewing the performance of the Akademi regularly and it has been found that the Akademi has been doing a 
commendable work in its field.  
NATIONAL SCHOOL OF DRAMA (NSD) 

 The National School of Drama, one of the foremost theatre training Institutions in the world and the only one of its kind in India, was 
set by the Sangeet Natak Academi in 1959 as one of its constituent units and later became an independent entity in 1975. It is an autonomous 
institution fully financed by the Ministry of Culture, Govt. of India. The school aims at training students in the field of acting & direction and 
stagecraft and awards three year’s post graduate diploma which is recognized by the Association of Indian Universities equivalent to Post --- 
Graduate Degree. During the year 2014-15 NSD presented 16th BRM from 4th to 19th January, 2014. The focus of the 16th BRM was on ‘Folk 
& Traditional Art Forms of India’ with the performances of Tamasha, Nautanki, Bastarband, Boul Song, performers, etc. NSD’s TIE 
Company organized a National Theatre Festival from children called ‘Jashnebachpan’ from 1st to 14th November, 2014 and showcased 26 
plays in several regional languages such as Hindi, Manipur, Tamil, English, etc. NSD organized 2nd Tribal festival at Mumbai, Raipur and 
Dwaronda (West Bengal). During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), it has organized 8 intensive theatre workshops during the period under 
review. 3 Children Theatre workshops were organized in Gurgaon, Varanasi and Nainital. 3rd Year students produced 11 plays with 42 shows 
and 2nd year students 5 plays with 20 shows and 3rd year students of Diploma production produced 5 plays with 7 shows. 3rd year students 
participated in ATTW organized at Beijing. NSD participated in 8th Asia Pacific Bureau Festival in Singapore, as part of CEP between RADA 
and NSD 2 students attended programme attended the programme at RADA London along with deputation of 2 Technical staff. Created Data 
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base of digital photo scanned and analog documentation and photographic, (-) high resolution. 2 education tours have been organized in Agra 
and Maharashtra. 35 Days play oriented theatre workshops attended by 2nd year students of NSD. The Ministry has been regularly monitoring 
its activities and performance. 
CENTRE FOR CULTURAL RESOURCES AND TRAINING (CCRT) 

 The Centre for Cultural Resources and Training (CCRT), an autonomous organization of the Ministry of Culture was set up in 1979. 
CCRT’s main thrust is to make students aware of the importance of Culture in all development programmes by conducting a variety of 
training programmes for in-service teachers, teacher educators, educational administrators and students throughout the country. During 2014-
15, CCRT organized orientation courses in which 6622 Teachers/Teacher Educators, 5905 in service Teachers and 91884 students were 
trained. A training programme ‘‘Cultural Educations in Schools’’ was organized in Chattisgarh for 100 tribal teachers from June 24 to 28, 
2014. Eleven refresher courses were organized in which 298 teachers were trained. Three delegations of NRIU from different countries of the 
world under ‘‘Know India Programme’’ for Diaspora Youth of the Ministry of overseas Indian Affairs, Government of India participated in 
various educational activities organized by CCRT. 1213 Educational Kits were distributed to the teachers/trainees during various training 
programmes. During 2015-16 (up to December, 2015) 6521 Teachers/Teacher Educators/ Educational Administrators, 3657 in service 
Teachers and 56307 students were trained under various training programmes during the period under review. 301 Cultural clubs have been 
setup in various states upto December, 2015. 15 lectures on Indian Art & Cultures and 16 publications including re-prints were published by 
the organization during the period under review. The functioning of the Centre has been reviewed by the Ministry from time to time and it is 
found that it has been functioning was its efficient manner for interlinking Education with Culture during the period under review. 
INDIRA GANDHI NATIONAL CENTRE FOR THE ARTS (IGNCA) 

 IGNCA was established as an autonomous trust in 1987.  It is a center established for studies encompassing all the art forms with their 
own integrity, yet within the dimension of mutual interdependence.  The IGNCA seeks to underpin through its programmes of collection of 
resource material and fundamental research in the field of the arts and humanities, the inter relationship with the disciplines of science, 
physical and material metaphysics, anthropology and sociology. The funds for running the academic programmes and meeting the 
administrative expenditure of the Centre are met out of the interest earned out of the corpus fund.  Funds have also been provided to the 
Centre for its selected projects / schemes and also for its building projects. During 2014-15 it organized 18 exhibitions, 14 
seminars/conferences 8 workshops, 43 lectures (including book reading sessions) and 22 performances during the period. IGNCA published 
18 books including the Silk Road Trade, Caravan Serais - Cultural Exchanges and Power Games etc. During the year 2015-16 (upto 
December, 2015), National Cultural Festival ‘‘Rashtriya Sanskriti Mahotsav’’ was celebrated from 1st to 8th November, 2015 at IGNCA. It has 
also brought out 3 publications and held 1 International conference on India Laos Inter-Cultural linkages and 2 lectures 10 exhibitions 4 
national and international seminars/workshops, 3 public and memorial lectures, and 3 performances from North East India were conducted 
during the year under report. It also conserved books and artifacts i.e. 90 books, 86 objects and 15 paintings. Ministry has been constantly 
monitoring the performance and functioning of the Centre. 
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ZONAL CULTURAL CENTRES (ZCCs) 

Zonal Cultural Centres (ZCCs) are engaged in creative development of Indian culture in various regions. The Ministry of Culture has 
established seven Zonal Cultural Centres in different parts of the country.  These are (i) Eastern Zonal Cultural Centre, (EZCC) Kolkata (ii) 
North Central Zone Cultural Centre (NCZCC), Allahabad (iii) North East Zone Cultural Centre (NEZCC), Dimapur (iv) North Zone Cultural 
Centre (NZCC), Patiala (v) South Central Zone Cultural Centre (SCZCC), Nagpur (vi) South Zone Cultural Centre (SZCC), Thanjavur and 
(vii) West Zone Cultural Centre (WZCC), Udaipur.  The essential thrust of Zonal Cultural Centers has been to create cultural awareness 
among the people and to identify, nurture and promote the vanishing art forms/traditions in the rural and semi-urban areas of various states. 
The Ministry releases funds directly to ZCCs for implementing the schemes like National Cultural Exchange Programmes, Guru-Shishya 
Parampara, Theatre Rejuvenation, Documentation of Vanishing Arts Forms, Establishment of Shilpgrams, National Folk Dance Festival (Lok 
Tarang) and organizing Republic Day & Crafts Fair every year. For ZCCs in association with Sangeet Natak Akademi and other cultural 
organizations organize a North-East festival called ‘OCTAVE’ in which hundreds of artists from the North East Region participate in the 
‘OCTAVE’ held in various cities all over India. During the year 2014-15, additional amount of Rs. 10.00 crore to 6 Zonal Cultural Centres 
(excepting NEZCC) and Rs. 20.00 crore to NEZCC was given as Corpus Fund. Apart from this about 876 programmes were organized under 
National Culture Exchange Programme benefitting a large number of artistes deployed at fairs festivals, cultural events etc. ZCCs conducted 
various programmes and regular crafts, exhibitions cum sales under Shilpgram Scheme. NE Festivals/events were also organized in various 
parts of the country. During 2015-16, in National Cultural Festival of India held at IGNCA, Zonal Cultural Centres participated actively in a 
cultural extravaganza performances and offered the visitors a range of artifacts, handicrafts like Haveli paintings from Punjab, Rogan 
artworks from Gujarat, Banaras silk, and hand-painted or block --- printed cotton textile, Thanjore paintings and many more through 7 
Aangans of ZCCs. During the year 2015-16 (up to December, 2015) 175 programmes organized by ZCCs for benefitting of a large number of 
artistes deployed at fairs/festivals. 14 documentations works were also taken up. 22 gurus and 187 shishyas have also been benefitted during 
the period under review. The programmes undertaken by the ZCCs have been found to be quite effective among the mass, especially among 
the artists community from various fields of culture. The overall performances of the ZCCs have been found to be quite impressive during the 
years under review. The activities of the seven zonal cultural centers are closely monitored and reviewed from time to time by the Ministry. 
KALAKSHETRA FOUNDATION (KF) 

 Kalakshetra Foundation was established in 1936 by Rukmini Devi Arundale as a Cultural Academy for the preservation of traditional 
values in Indian Arts, especially in the fields of dance and music. The avowed objective of this institution is to bring about the integration of 
all art forms and regional variants thereof, and to consequently establish standards of true art. Kalakshetra nurtures under it the Rukmini Devi 
college of Fine Arts devoted to Bharatanatyam, Carnatic Music and visual arts, tow schools, a Craft’s Research and Education Centre and two 
libraries that serve as a repository on the arts and allied subjects for students and scholars alike. During 2014-15, events of note were held to 
celebrate the life and contribution of legendary musicians of India such as the Miradasi Festival as a tribute to the legendary musician M.S. 
Subbulakshmi and composer R. Vaidyanathan, and the Trinity Concert in memory of composer Muthuswamy Dikshitar. Kalakshetra 
Foundation joined hands with the rest of the nation in taking the cleanliness pledge on the 2nd of October 2014, under the Swacch Bharat 
Abhiyan. Sankara Menon’s birth anniversary was marked by a special prayer on 22nd September 2014. Senior alumnus Smt. Ambika Bhuj 
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was invited to deliver speech and also interacted with the students and shared her memories and thoughts about the great scholar. 62nd Annual 
Arts Festival was held from the 20th to 31st of December, which was inaugurated by Dr. Padma Subrahmanyam. The Foundation has 
periodically conducted the ‘Remembering Trinity’ series of concerts to celebrate Carnatic music trinity --- Saint Thyagaraj, Muthuswami 
Dikshitar and Shyama Sastri. A special Harikatha documentation project was started by the Kalakshetra in Thanjavur. During 2015-16 (upto 
December, 2015), the renovation of Koothamabalam project has been under progress. Construction of roof of structure of class rooms in Bass 
schools, etc. is under progress on deposit work basis procurement and installation of network cabling, software and computer for various units 
has been purchased it has conducted 3 major workshop, 4 lectures by eminent scholars and 2 festivals and performances. The documentation 
and digitization of ongoing events has also been undertaken during the period under review. The Ministry has been monitoring the 
performance of Kalakshetra regularly and it has been found that the Foundation has been functioning in the desired direction. 
MUSEUMS 

Museums are repositories of nation’s valuable treasures.  They play a positive and important role in modeling people’s tastes and 
making them aware of the history and heritage of the country and depict the creative talents available in India.  We are striving to change 
Museums into centers engaged in promotion of art, education, research and appreciation.  The Ministry reviews the performance of the 
museums under it regularly and provides necessary guidance and financial support. A lot of emphasis is given on utilizing Information 
Technology in displaying and documentation of artifacts and other display objects.  Attention has been given to modernization of galleries of 
the museums to make them at par with international standards.  Keeping in view the standards of museums prevalent in economically 
developed countries, the Ministry of Culture proposes to undertake upgradation and modernization of major museums in metro cities during 
the XII Five Year Plan period.  In this context, photo documentation and digitization to be undertaken by these Museums becomes 
significant. Museums are also playing a vital role in reaching out to masses and children through their cultural and educational activities. 
Concerted efforts were made in 2013-14, 2014-15 and 2015-16 to undertake capacity building and leadership development of museum 
personnel through collaborative programmes with international museums such as Art Institute of Chicago & British Museum etc. There was 
also a focus on enhancing visitor experience and training of volunteers.  Salient features of the review of performance of the museums during 
2014-15 & 2015-16 (up to December 2015) are as follows. 
INDIAN MUSEUM, KOLKATA 

The Indian Museum, Kolkata set up in accordance with the Indian Museum Act 1910, is the largest and oldest institution of its kind in 
India. It houses unique treasures of Indian and foreign art objects representing centuries of cultural ethos and traditions. The museum has vast 
repository of paintings, including a few rate ones, sculptures, bronzes, metals, coins, textiles and decorative art pieces. During the period 
under review, modernization, development of galleries of Art, Archaeology and Anthropology sections were strengthened. The programme of 
Photo documentation has been undertaken in a big way by the Museum. During the year 2014-15 Indian Museum organized a congregation of 
honorable dignitaries and notable citizens to commemorate its bicentenary and Hon’ble Prime Minister of India inaugurated the modernized 
Indian Museum and also released a monograph on the history of 200 years of Indian and commemorative bicentenary postal stamps. An 
exhibition entitled ‘Sunderbans Delta: Picturing Voices from the Margins’’ was organized by Indian Museum from 29th August, 2014 to 31st 
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August, 2014. It also organized an international exhibition titled ‘‘Indian Buddhist Arts’’ at Shanghai and Tokyo which was inaugurated on 
2nd December, 2014 at Shanghai Museum. Indian Museum under took many programmes involving a series of cleaning initiatives for 
culmination of Swachha Sapth by the staff member of Indian Museum. As part of Project Mausam of the Ministry of Culture, the Indian 
Museum organized an international seminar ‘‘Maritie Heritage with respect to Muzirs’’ in Kochi in collaboration Kochi Muziriz biennale and 
Institute de Chandernagor. During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), the Museum has further improved its developmental activities related to 
furtherance of Museum activities. It has improved infrastructure, exchange of heritage and culture with other parts of India and fortification 
thereof. It continued multi-layer security and arranged conservancy. The performance of the Museum has been reviewed regularly by the 
Ministry from time to time and found to be satisfactory.  
SALARJUNG MUSEUM, HYDERABAD 

The Salar Jung Museum, Hyderabad came into existence on 16th December, 1951.  It is an institution of National Importance declared 
by an Act of Parliament in 1961.  It is a repository of the artistic achievements of diverse European, Asian and Far-Eastern Countries of the 
world.  The major portion of this collection was acquired by Nawab Mir Yusuf Ali Khan, popularly known as Salar Jung III. The main 
functions of the Museum are collection, preservation, organizing exhibitions, conducting research educational and publication activities.  To 
keep the reserve collection some of the stores have been reorganized on modern and scientific lines. During 2014-15 various 
programmes/activities were taken up during the year including modernization of galleries by installing modern lighting and display 
techniques. Textile Gallery, Modern Art Gallery and Utility Gallery lighting has been replaced with LED lights. The new Coins Gallery was 
completed in all respects. Selection of Coins for display is in progress and will be completed shortly. The construction of 2nd floor over 
eastern block is near completion. As a part of education and cultural activities the museum conducted 19 exhibitions, and 10 lectures, summer 
art camp, children’s week, hindi Saptah week, and vigilance awareness week during the year. During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), 
Salarjung Museum has taken up re-organization of various galleries and provided CCTV system. It has organized 20 special exhibition and 8 
lecture, 11546 objects has also been entered and published in JATAN Collection Management Software during the period under review. In 
addition to these, library collections have also been strengthened with books and manuscripts. The Ministry has been reviewing the 
performance of Salarjung Museum regularly and it is noted that the Museum has been found to be discharging its duties in the desired 
manner.  
VICTORIA MEMORIAL HALL (VMH), KOLKATA 

Victoria Memorial Hall, an institute of national importance, was set up under Victoria Memorial Act of 1903 with particular emphasis 
on Indo-British History.  The Memorial houses a large collection and of water colors, coins, maps, arms and amours, manuscripts, etc. While 
the initial collection and the arrangements to display are seen as composite representation of the British Empire, the post independence 
collection could be termed as a quest for Indian identity, albeit national identity. During 2014-15 VMH as undertaken a comprehensive 
programme of modernizing and upgrading its gallery and storage area. It organized an exhibition on wildlife in Africa : through the Eyes of 
Colonel William Cornwallis Harris another exhibition on War and Colonies, 1914 to 1918 to mark the centenary of World War --- I was 
mounted depicting photographs of troops of the colonized countries drafted for the war. It also conducted a traveling exhibition on 1857 --- the 
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first spark of Indian Independence. VMH organized the high-profile literary festival, the Kolkata Literary Meet (KaLaM) 2014 in association 
with Gameplan Sports for the first time. It also conducted a panel discussion on ‘Violence against Women and role of the Media’ in support 
of United Nations International Day to end violence against women (25 November, 2014). During 2016-16 (upto December, 2015), it has 
continued modernization of galleries and stores work of Art Objects and installation of lighting etc. and the work is under progress. 4370 
objects have been verified under documentation and cataloging programme. 2213 artifacts/objects in collection of VMH have been entered in 
the JATAN software. The digitization work of about 7500 objects have been completed during the period under review 3 exhibitions were 
mounted by VMH in collaboration with other organizations under the programme of Domestic and Foreign Exhibition on temporary basis. 
The Ministry has been monitoring the performance of VMH regularly. 
ALLAHABAD MUSEUM ALLAHABAD 

The Allahabad Museum was declared as an Institution of National Importance by the Government of India, Department of Culture in 
September 1985. During 2014-15, the Allahabad Museum has taken up the work of renovation of their building including painting work of 
boundary walls and installation of lift. It continued photography documentation and chemical conservation etc. it also organized workshop on 
paper conservation and textile conservation for a period of fifteen days. As part of educational and cultural activities programme, the 
Allahabad Museum organized memorial lectures of eminent scholars, Bal Mahotsava, symposium on museum and public and also celebrated 
World Environment Day, International Museum’s Day, etc. During 2015-16 (up to December, 2015), various renovation works have been 
undertaken including renovation of office. Provisions of public facilities including drinking water, cleaning of sewerages, etc. were also taken 
up by the Museum. It also purchased library books journals newspapers and periodicals for the museum. It also organized workshop on 
‘Pending Manuscripts and Allied Material’ in collaboration with NRLC during the period under report. It also published a book on 100 
objects of Allahabad Museum jointly with National Culture Fund. The Ministry has been constantly monitoring the performance and 
functioning of the Museum.   
NATIONAL MUSEUM INSTITUTE OF HISTORY OF ART, CONSERVATION AND MUSEOLOGY (NMI), NEW DELHI  

This institute was established/ registered on 27.01.1989 under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 and accorded the status of Deemed to be 
University on April, 28th 1989, by Government of India. The main objective of this institution is to provide various courses of studies, training 
and research in different branches of History of Arts, Museology and Conservation etc. It also offers courses and awarding degrees for M.A. 
and Ph. D. in the fields of History of Art, Conservation and Museology. It is basically an academic institution offering courses in Museums 
and allied subjects. During the year 2013-14, out of 55 students admitted for Master Degree Courses and Ph.D. courses, 17 students passed 
out in MA History of Arts, Conservation and Museology and 8 students in Ph.D. courses. It organized conducted short term courses on Indian 
Art & Culture, Art Appreciation and Bhartiya Kala Nidhi in which 248 students completed the course. National Exhibition on ‘‘Return of the 
Yogini’’ and symposium on the same topic, special lecture series on Indian and Foreign scholars were conducted in International 
collaboration with Asian European countries. It organized National workshop and seminar on North East ongoing and documentation on 
Intangible Cultural Heritage (ICH), UP and Leh/Ladakh completed during the year. In the current financial year 2014-15 (upto December, 
2014), 23 Students in MA and 4 students in Ph.D. have been passed out. NMI organized various workshops and seminars including Capacity 
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Building and Training workshop on ‘‘Art Historical writing --- Approach and methodology’’, Workshop on Sculpture and Architecture of 
Bundel Khand Region, National Seminar of Indian Art History Congress on ‘‘Cross-Culture Assimilation and composite Form in Indian Art’’, 
International Collaboration with Asian & European Countries. Summer School for students at University of Applied Art, Vienna, National 
Three Conservation Policy. It also organized Capacity Building Programme in North East as ‘‘Preventive Conservation of Museum objects’’, 
Educational students study visits, Research Project: Documentation in Western U.P. and Leh - Laddakh, and undertook Publication of 
proceedings of workshop & Seminar, Educational workshop with British Council, National Workshop cum Seminar on Museum and Cultural 
Heritage of Assam, Special lectures, and works on holding the International Conference i.e. CIDOC at Delhi in September, 2014. To establish 
its own building over 3 acres (12000 sq. meter) of land at NOIDA, the CPWD has already initiated the construction of NMI’s building. The 
institute has been discharging its duty as an educational institution of specialized area well.  
NATIONAL COUNCIL OF SCIENCE MUSEUMS, KOLKATA 

National Council of Science Museums (NCSM) has been engaged in creating awareness on Science & Technology, developing scientific 
temper in society and promoting science literacy throughout the length and breadth of the country and engaging young students in creative and 
innovative activities. For last 35 years the Council has developed a nationwide infrastructure of 48 science museums & centres to achieve these 
goals. Its outreach activities throughout the year aspire to develop a culture of science and innovation by engaging people from all segments of 
the society in the process of science & technology. During 2014-15 several Galleries/Facilities were Completed/Opened.  They are 3D Theatre 
at Dhenkanal Science Centre (04th January, 2014), Labels were translated in Braille in Fun Science gallery at RSC, Bhopal (17th January, 2014), 
as a part of Social Inclusion Gesture, 02 Rain Water Harvesting facilities at Bardhaman Science Centre, Bardhaman (18th February, 2014) and 
NBSC, Siliguri (28th February, 2014), High definition 3D projection system at RSC & Planetarium, Calicut (26th April, 2014). 
Modernized 'Engine Hall', 'Science on Sphere' and 'Dinosaur Enclave' at Visvesvaraya Industrial & Technological Museum (VITM), 
Bangalore (28th July, 2014), 'Motion' gallery at RSC, Bhubaneswar (23rd August, 2014), 3D Theatre at Bardhaman Science Centre, 
Bardhaman (3rd November, 2014), ‘Fun Science’ gallery at Digha Science Centre (12th December, 2014), 'Mathematics' Gallery completed at 
District Science Centre (DSC), Gulbarga, Modernization of Planetarium at RSC, Calicut, Kerala and installation of new 'Flight Simulator' at 
VITM, Bangalore. During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), NCSM has further expanded the network of Science Museums and Centres by 
developing 01 new Science Centre in 2015 viz. Dr. Abdul Kalam Science Centre & Planetarium in Puducherry inaugurated on May 3, 2015. 
Another Regional Science Centre at Dehradun in Uttarakhand is ready for inauguration. In addition a new facility, the Science Exploration 
Hall at Science City, Kolkata will be ready for inauguration soon. Work on 10 new Science Centres/Cities viz. RSC, Kottayam (Kerala), 
RSC, Mysore (Karnataka), SRSC, Udaipur (Tripura), SRSC, Bargarh (Odisha), Sc. City, Guwahati (Assam), SRSC, Palampur (Himachal 
Pradesh), SRSC, Srinagar (J&K), SRSC, Kokrajhar (Assam), SRSC, Mayabunder (A&N Island) and SRSC, Udaipur (Rajasthan) is in 
progress. NCSM also developed 03 Innovation Hubs during 2015-16. 04 more Innovation Hubs are ready for inauguration and work for 16 
new Innovation Hubs is in progress under the Scheme for Promoting Innovation, Creativity and Engagement in Science (SPICES) targeting 
specially youth of the country to spread a culture of innovation and inspire young students to develop a spirit of innovation. The Ministry has 
been reviewing the working/ performance of NCSM regularly and it is found to be discharging its duties/ working in the desired manner.    
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INDIRA GANDHI RASHTRIYA MANAV SANGRAHALAYA, BHOPAL 

Indira Gandhi Rashtriya Manav Sangrahalaya (IGRMS) (National Museum of Mankind), an autonomous organisation of the Ministry of 
Culture, is dedicated to the depiction of story of humankind in time and space. The IGRMS is involved in generating a new museum 
movement in India to demonstrate the simultaneous validity of human cultures and the plurality of alternatives for articulation. The 
headquarters of the IGRMS is located in Bhopal (Madhya Pradesh), while a Regional Centre is functioning at Mysore (Karnataka). The 
IGRMS is being developed as a comprehensive ongoing Plan scheme, with three constituent sub-schemes namely (A) Infrastructure 
Development (Development of Museum Complex), (B) Education and Outreach, and (C) Operation Salvage. In other words, the IGRMS 
develops its physical infrastructure to salvage, preserve and protect the unity and variety of Indian Cultural life, through Educational and 
Outreach activities. Under its education and outreach activities Museum organises training cum demonstration programmes for registered 
participants by inviting traditional artists, seminar symposia and group discussions on theme related with Museumology, anthropology, art, 
architecture, prehistory etc. as also on current issues of global covers by celebrating various National and International days. Museum is also 
engaged in promoting and strengthening national integration as also cultural awareness among the masses for which it organises performing 
art presentation by inviting cultural troups from various states and organising their performances at various other places so that a cultural 
understanding can be made. In this regard IGRMS is also giving special emphasis for bringing out the cultural traditions of Northeastern 
States. In addition IGRMS also organizes artist camps, workshop as also special programmes and events for different sections of society. 
During the last few years, number of new exhibits like traditional dwellings of Dogra and Limboo communities and a youth dormitory of 
Juang community of Odisha and 8 other exhibits were constructed and installed  in the Tribal Habitat, Traditional Technology and 
Mythological Trail open air exhibitions. Other than mounting up of special periodical exhibitions in its premises the Museum also continued 
developing Heritage corners at various schools and colleges as also it organized temporary and traveling exhibitions at various parts of the 
country. During 2014-15 6 exhibits were added in the open air exhibition including traditional house and youth dormitory of Tiwa of Assam; 
Traditional Kitchen and prayer wheel of Ladakh; ritual house from Manipur and Van devirthan from West Bengal. 24 periodicals/travelling 
exhibitions were mounted by the Sangrahalaya. During the period under review, 30 programmes of performing art presentations, 9 seminars 
including 2 national workshops on Anthropology and Museums were held. During field work conducted by the museum staff in different 
remote corners of India 958 objects were collected and accessioned in the specimen store of museum belonging to various communities. 
During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015) the work for acquiring to traditional houses from Arunachal Pradesh types is under process. A gallery 
on Bhil Culture is being renovated by artisans from Rathwa Community of Gujarat in the Indoor museum building. During the period, 8 
exhibits were mounted in the Exhibit of the Month Series. A National Workshop entitled ‘‘Museums and Anthropology was held and another 
workshop on conservation of Ethnographic specimens at Bhopal was organized. Sangrahalaya has mounted 12 temporary and travelling 
exhibitions and 1 Heritage Corner and Amarkantak. The Ministry has been reviewing its functioning constantly and the performance of 
IGRMS has been found to be in accordance with the objectives for which the organization was set up. 
LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES 

Libraries are storehouse of materials for knowledge, for the present generation and also for the posterity. The age old precious books 
and manuscripts and also the modern printed material are kept in the libraries for the use public. One of the functions of the library is to 
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inculcate the spirit of reading and to develop reading habits among the people especially among the students and youth. These precious books 
and manuscripts which are built over the years are to be preserved and conserved for the posterity as these are part of our cultural heritage. 
The major libraries of Ministry of Culture are as follows:-  
RAJA RAMMOHUN ROY LIBRARY FOUNDATION 

The Raja Rammohun Roy Library Foundation (RRRLF), a fully financed autonomous organization under the Ministry of Culture was 
set up in May 1972 on the auspicious occasion of the bi-centennial birth anniversary of the Great Raja who heralded renaissance and 
modernism, and did a lot for the spread of education in our country. The main objective of the Foundation is to promote and support the 
public library movement in the country by providing adequate library services and by popularizing reading habits, particularly, in the rural 
areas with the active cooperation of the state library authorities, union territories and voluntary organizations operating in the field of library 
services. RRRLF with its limited resources is promoting library movement, developing library service all over the country with the 
implementation of two types of schemes --- matching and non-matching. During the year 2014-15, the foundation has assisted about 15185 
libraries towards building up adequate stock of books and 1294 libraries were also assisted towards storage of books. 166 
libraries/organizations have been assisted for organizing seminars/workshops etc. and other awareness programme. It has also assisted 378 
State, Central and District libraries. The foundation has also given financial assistance to for libraries for establishing physically challenged 
corner. During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), 9622 Libraries have been provided assistance to works building up of adequate stock of 
books 4379 Libraries have also been assisted to us storage of books and increasing accommodation RRRLF assisted about 114 organizations 
towards increasing accommodation during the period under review. Under non-matching schemes, 13 volunteer organizations were assisted. 
Besides it also assisted 378 State Central Library and District Libraries through central selection. RRRLF assisted 9 Libraries towards 
development of Physical Challenged Corner during the period under review. The Ministry has been continuously monitoring its activities and 
performance. 
DELHI PUBLIC LIBRARY 

Delhi Public Library (DPL) was established under a pilot library project in Delhi in 1951. The main objective of DPL is to provide for 
the people of Delhi State a public library service and a community centre for popular education which may serve as a model for all public 
library development in India and offer advisory services to neighbouring counties. The DPL has a big network consisting of a Central Library, 
a Zonal Library, 3 Branches Libraries, 23 Sub-Branch Libraries, 9 Re-Settlement Colonies Libraries, 1 Community Library, 1 Braille Library 
for the visually handicapped, 82 Mobile Service Points and 25 Deposit Stations in Union Territory of Delhi. During the year 2014-15, DPL 
purchased about 59570 books alongwith Journals, Magazines and Newspapers to cater the needs of the readers. The membership for DPL was 
reached upto 126091 till March, 2015. The DPL extended free internet services to another 8 units/libraries viz Karol Bagh, Vinoba Puri, 
Janak Puri, Narela, R. K. Purma, etc. during the year, 3650 books got bound through binders. The renovation work of Central Library and 
Patel Nagar Library was completed. During the year 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), around 19175 books have been purchased alongwith 
audio and video cassettes, Journals, Magazines and Newspapers to cater to the needs of the reader. During the period under review, 2050 
books have been got bound through binder. The number of membership has reached upto 136169. DPL has organized story telling sessions 
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and community outreach activities during the year under review. The functioning of DPL has been regularly reviewed by the Ministry from 
time to time. 
THE ASIATIC SOCIETY, KOLKATA 

In 1984, the Government of India, by an Act of the Parliament, recognized the Asiatic Society, as an Institution of National 
Importance. The Asiatic Society is now an autonomous institution under the Ministry of Culture. The main objective is to launch research 
projects on language literature, culture and socio-economical aspect. It is the oldest repository of materials of culture both artistic and 
intellectual in this sub-continent. It has a vast collection of rare and valuable books, old manuscripts, oil paintings, coins etc. of both Hindu 
and Muslims periods.  The Society undertakes programmes relating to development of library system, development of museum and its user 
facilities, augmentation of research and publication programmes. During 2014-15 Asiatic Society organized 10 National and International 
seminars including 2 days International seminar of Life and Works of Swami Vivekananda on the occasion of his 150th Birth Anniversary and 
3 days National seminars Indigenous People in the Freedom Movement of India with Special Reference to Bengal, Bihar, Orissa and 
Jharkhand; 2 days National Seminar on Life and Works of Sir Asutosh Mookerjee and 3 days International Conference on Stem Cell Biology 
and its Clinical Utility. It also organized 12 workshops on different subjects. The Society organized 14 special/memorial commemorative 
lectures on various allied subjects and also held NER and TSP programmes in Assam, Manipur, Tripura, Nagaland, etc. It also published 12 
Books 3 Journals 10 Monthly Bulletin and 5 Booklets. During the year 2015-16 (upto December, 2015) The working/ performance of the 
Society has been closely reviewed regularly from various administrative and financial aspects & appropriate action taken by them.  
KHUDA BAKSH ORIENTAL PUBLIC LIBRARY, PATNA 

The Khuda Baksh Oriental Public Library (KBOPL), Patna is an autonomous organization under the Ministry of Culture. In 
December, 1969 an Act of Parliament declared the KBOPL an Institution of National Importance, and from July, 1970 it has functioned as an 
autonomous institution governed by a Board constituted by Govt. of India. It has over 21,000 manuscripts, more than 2.80 lakh printed books 
including periodicals and a rich collection of about 2,000 original paintings of Mughal, Rajput, Oudh, Iraniyan and Turkish Schools. During 
2014-15, the library has acquired 189 books by purchased 497 books in gift, 3 books in exchange, 853 periodicals and 576 news papers 
during this period. It also prepared 8 audio and 2 video cassettes. A Pilot Project of digitization of manuscripts covering 10 lakh folios has 
been completed and a total number of 2697 manuscripts are available in digitize format. During the period under 111 manuscripts and 238 
printed books were bound after conservation. It also repaired 64251 folios of manuscripts and books and also given curative preservation. 
During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), it has purchased 235 books, 383 titles of periodicals and 225 newspapers. 1 book was released at the 
function held at KBOPL 48330 folios of manuscripts were conserved and 468 manuscripts were bound. During the year under report, founder 
day was celebrated by the Library the construction work of multistorey building over administrative block is in progress. On reviewing the 
performance of this Library, it has been found by the Ministry that the funds provided to this library commensurate with the 
achievements/results made by this Institution. 
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RAMPUR RAZA LIBRARY 

Internationally famous Rampur Raza Library was founded by Nawab Faizullah Khan of Rampur state in 1774. The Library was taken 
over by the Government of India in 1975 AD. It is functioning under the Ministry of Culture by Rampur Raza Library board with His 
Excellency Governor of Uttar Pradesh as Chairman. It has a rich collection having 17,000 manuscripts including 150 illustrated ones, 205 
Palm leaves manuscripts, 5,000 miniature paintings, 3,000 specimens of Islamic Calligraphy and 60,000 old rare printed books. The holding 
of the Library represent archaic, languages and scripts such as Arabic, Persian, Sanskrit, Hindi, Urdu, Turkish and Pushto etc. These cover 
variety of subjects such as history, philosophy, astronomy, astrology, mathematics, medicines physical sciences, religions, Sufism, literature, 
art and architecture. The miniature paintings represent Turko-Mongol, Mughal, Persian, Rajput, Pahari, Awadh, Deccani and Indo-European 
schools whose specimens have not been published so far. The library has published 140 books in different languages and has also launched its 
own website for the scholars. The library is housed in a heritage palace viz; Hamid Manzil which is more than 100 years old and its 
impressive architectural specimen of Indo-European style is unique in Northern India, decorated with seventeen attractive Italian marble 
statues of 17th and 18th centuries. Its walls, ceilings and cornices are gold plated on plaster of Paris. During 2014-15, the library has published 
7 books and rest is under press. It also purchased 317 books and 11 rare manuscripts. 30 translators were also awarded for translation and 
publication of Arabic and Persian. 1 National 1 International seminar 6 exhibition, 1 lecture and conservation workshop have been organized 
during the period under review. 3042 pages of manuscripts, 528 pages of printed books of library collection have been scientifically restored. 
During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), 9 books have been published and rest of the books are under publication. Under preservation and 
conservation of library’s collection, 2250 pages of manuscripts, 558 pages of printed books from library collection have been scientifically 
restored. About 2.65 lakh pages have been digitized by during the period under report. The reviews conducted by the Ministry during the last 
two years led to the assessment that the library has been successful in undertaking its work/ programmes. 
KALA SANSKRITI VIKAS YOJANA 

GANDHI SMRITI & DARSHAN SAMITI (GSDS) 

‘‘Gandhi Smriti and Darshan Samiti’’ is the national memorial of the Father of the Nation Mahatma Gandhi. It was formed on 18th 
September, 1984 with the merger of Gandhi Smriti Samiti (Set up in 1971) and Gandhi Darshan International Exhibition. Rajghat (set up in 
1969).  Among the basic aims and objectives of the Gandhi Samiti and Darshan Samiti are the preservation, maintenance and up-keep of two 
campuses and to propagate the life, mission and thoughts of Mahatma Gandhi by organizing various socio-educational and cultural 
programmes. GSDS accords great importance to the propagation of Gandhian values amongst different segments of the society through 
meaningful programmes. During the year 2014-15, the Samiti organized various programmes including ‘‘Festival of Street Plays on Social 
Issues; Dialogue on Root Cuases of Violence against Girls: What are the solutions; Gandhi Summer Camp for Children with Disabilities; 
Dialogue on Sarvodaya of Gandhi and Anti-apartheid movement of Mandela; Inter-school Vandemataram Rolling Trophy Musical 
Competition organized & Mahatma Gandhi --- An Artistic Expression etc.’’. Under these programmes thousands of participants including 
children, students senior officials from different places of India took part. The Samiti organized Value Creation Camp, Fourth National 
Gandhi Bal Mela, Fourth Adivasi Sanskriti Sangam, 3rd Gandhi Literature Festival etc. during the period under report. During 2015-16 (upto 
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December, 2015), the Samiti has been continued to organized various programmes and activities with a aim to preserve Gandhi Heritage and 
legacy across the society. GSDS has been provided additional Plan funds of Rs. 7.45 crore for development Gandhi Samiti Darshan Smriti 
premises and re-development of exhibition. These works are under progress during the period under report. The functioning of GSDS has 
been reviewed by the Ministry from time to time and has been found to be satisfactory. 
NEHRU MEMORIAL & MUSEUM LIBRARY (NMML) 

The Nehru Memorial & Museum Library which is a prime research center of Modern Indian history. The Museum portrays the life 
and works of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru against the backdrop of the Indian freedom movement and its library specializes in the discipline of 
social sciences with special focus on Modern Indian History and Society. The Library comprises of books, periodicals, newspapers and 
photographs with a special emphasis on the history of modern India and allied subjects, a Manuscript Division, a Reprography Division for 
microfilming historical documents and records and an Oral History Division and a Research and Publication Division.  The Museum imparts 
education on freedom movement in India through visual media.  NMML organized seminars and lectures on various subjects including 
nationalism in India during the year under report. Scholars from all over the country and abroad visit the NMM. During the year 2014-15 
NMML has published the 2nd volume of the selected works of C. Rajagopalachari covering the year 1920-21. It has also brought out 17 
occasional papers under History and Society, 15 under perspective in Indian Development and 5 under Samaj aur Itihas during the period 
under report. The Library has also acquired various papers/collections from 27eminent people and 6599 files were consulted by various 
scholars under Oral History projects interviews of 11 personalities were conducted in 35 sections. Besides, two transcripts consisting of 394 
pages were finalized. During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), it also brought out occasional paper in history and society (Papers of 
Perspective in Indian Development). Interviews of 11 personalities were conducted in 35 sessions. Besides 2 transcripts consisting of 394 
pages were finalized. An exhibition on ‘‘First Indian Union Cabinet’’ was launched. In collaboration with the Nobal Museum, an exhibition 
on ideas changing the world was also organized during the period under review 4 International, 3 National Conferences, 44 Public Lectures, 
38 weekly Seminars, 6 Workshops, 5 Panel Discussions, 4 Memorial Lectures and 2 Exhibitions were conducted by the NMML. The 
functioning of the Institute has been reviewed regularly. 
MAULANA ABUL KALAM AZAD INSTITUTE OF ASIAN STUDIES, KOLKATA 

The Maulana Abul Kalam Azad Institute of Asian Studies, Kolkata, established in 1993, is an autonomous organization fully funded by the 
Government of India. The Institute is a center for research and training of life and works of Maulana Abul Kalam Azad with the study of 
social, cultural, political and economic movement in Asia from the middle of the 19th Century.  The Institute maintains a library of books, 
newspapers, still photographs and material on the secular traditions of modern India and events of the 19th Century which are available to the 
public for study and research.  The ancestral house of Maulana at Ashraf Mistri Lane, Kolkata has been renovated and Azad Memorabillia 
Museum has been set up there.  The Maulana Azad Museum maintains a collection of memorabilia, photographs and documentary film. A 
number of rare books and journals were acquired for the Museum from the collection of Sri. Vijay Singh Nahar. Interest in the subject was 
also stimulated through the screening of Films Division documentaries. The Institute has recently acquired a collection of memorabilia which 
is a collection by late Nooruddin Ahmed, nephew of Maulana Azad, and dates to the time he spent with his uncle. The collection includes 
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possessions of Maulana Azad’s books, photographs, and clothing. The collection was acquired as a special Nooruddin Collection to 
supplement the existing collection at Ashraf Mistry Lane. During the year the year 2014-15, 26 whole time resident fellows have been 
undertaking research studies including North East India. Digitizations were for paper records has been initiated by MAKAI’s alongwith e-
library the MoU has been signed with Kyrgyzstan --- Turkey Manas University, Bangladesh Institute of International and strategic studies 
Dhaka University and North East Hill University. The re-designing MAKAI’s website is under progress during the period under report. The 
Institute has published 8 books and 3 journals. During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), 26 whole time internal fellows have been undertaking 
research studies including North East projects. MAKAI organized 6 seminars at National and International level during the period under 
report. It has also assisted 12 institutions for organizing seminars on Social Culture, Political and Economic Movement in Asia. Besides, 9 
external projects are going on digitization work for paper records belong to Maulana Azad available with MAKAI is in progress. The 
functioning of the institution has been reviewed from time to time by the Ministry and in these reviews; it was found the institute has been 
providing valuable service to the scholars’ academicians and also to the general public. 
NATIONAL CULTURE FUND 

The National Culture Fund (NCF) was set up by the Govt. of India, Ministry of Human Resource Development, Department of Culture, as a 
Trust under the Charitable Endowment Act, 1890 through a Gazette Notification published in the Gazette of India 28th November, 1996. It 
constitutes the most important innovation on the Indian culture scene.  It is a mechanism to elicit people’s support both intellectual and 
financial to forge public private partnerships for culture- related endeavors. Culture as understood in its holistic connotations, encompasses 
tangible and intangible heritage. As regard, Financial Position of the National Culture Fund as on 31st March 2015, the total amount available 
with the NCF is Rs 52.80 crore which includes: Primary Corpus- Rs. 19.50 crore; Secondary Corpus- Rs. 20.83 crore and Project Fund- Rs. 
12.47 crore. During the year 2014-15, NCF has completed   three projects  namely -  (i) 3rd Leadership Training Programme with British 
Museum – 2014; (b) HUDCO-NCF two training Programmes for craftsmen engaged in restoration of tangible components; (c) and two 
workshops  with Getty  Foundation  for Capacity Building. NCF signed MoUs with two Donors i.e.  BHEL & HUDCO  and also signed   two 
MoAs  with two  Consultants for preparation of DPRs for Swatantrata Sangram Sangrahalaya, Red Fort (New Delhi) and  Old Rangji Temple, 
Pushkar, (Rajasthan). During 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), NCF has completed two projects – (a) Conservation of Sunderwala Mahal, 
Sunder Nursery, New Delhi ; and  (b) Publication of Treasures of National Museum. NCF has also signed an MoA with Consultant for 
preparation of DPR for ASI Site Museum, Nalanda, Bihar. NCF has received positive response from various PSUs with a commitment of Rs. 
11.35 crore and intent from one Private Sector  Corporate for funding of conservation work of Ellora Caves.  One PSU has assured funding 
for preparation of DPR for Purana Qila, New Delhi. The review of NCF has been regularly conducted and its performance & functioning 
being monitored by the Ministry. 
CENTRAL INSTITUTE OF BUDDHIST STUDIES, (CIBS), LEH 

 The Institute plays a very vital role in development of Buddhist Culture in Ladakh, a predominantly Buddhist place. The area of 
Ladakh, borders China as well as Pakistan and is not only strategically very important but sensitive as well. The main purpose of the CIBS is 
to develop multi faceted personality of the students through inculcation of the wisdom of Buddhist though, literature and arts with familiarity 
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of modern subject.  The basic focus is on the Buddhist Philosophy taught in Bhoti (Tibetan) language, However, keeping in view the need for 
expanding the horizons of knowledge of the students, subjects such as Hindi, English, General Science, Social Studies, Mathematics, 
Economics, Political Science and History are also being taught.  Besides, six year courses are offered to students interested in Amchi (Bhot 
Chikitsa), Tibetan Scroll Painting, Sculpture and Wood Carving to preserve the rich cultural heritage of the region. The Library of the 
Institute is one of the best libraries in the entire Buddhist Himalayan region with the collection of 28500 books in different languages 
including Bhoti, Sanskrit, Pali, etc. The construction of boundary wall, approach and internal Road, Academic Building, Library Building, 
Administrative Block, three Hostel with a capacity of 100 students each, Sport Stadium and entrance Gate has already been completed. The 
construction of the Auditorium and site development is in progress. Besides to preserve the rich cultural heritage of Region the institute also 
offers courses in Sowa Rigpa (Phot Chikitsa). During the year 2014-15, CIBS has continued construction of physical infrastructure for CIBS, 
DPS, Zanskar for preservation and promotion of monastic system of education the institution has made various improvements/developments 
of Gonpa/Nunnery Schools. The institution has also made improvement of education standard of backward areas students by providing 
teaching facilities in the far for long areas. The institutions continued publication of rare books/manuscripts acquisition of books for the 
Library and providing fuel for hostel kitchen, in service training maintenance and servicing. During the year 2015-16 (upto December, 2015), 
CIBS has been continuing its infrastructural development for CIBS and DPS, Zanskar. It has been making efforts to improve educations 
standards of backward area students. CIBS continued its preservation and promotion of monastic system of education in Leh and its 
surrounding areas. The functioning of CIBS has been reviewed by the Ministry from time to time and it has been found that the Institute is 
contributing enormously towards promotion of Buddhist culture and studies. 
CENTRAL UNIVERSITY OF TIBETAN STUDIES (CUTS) SARNATH, VARANASI 

Central University of Tibetan Studies (CUTS) Sarnath, Varanasi, which has been functioning as an autonomous organization under the 
Ministry of Culture, Government of India since was established in the year 1967 by the Government of India as a central organization for 
preservation of Tibetan Culture.  Initially it functioned as a constituent wing of Sampurnand Sanskrit University, Varanasi and became 
autonomous in 1977. Later on 5th April 1988, it was granted the status of Deemed University.  Now, it is an autonomous organization fully 
funded by the Ministry of Culture, Government of India. It aims to preserve the Tibetan Culture & Ancient Indian Science and Literature 
conserved in the Tibetan language, but lost in the original; to offer an alternate educational facility to students of Indian border areas who 
formerly availed the opportunity of receiving higher education in Tibet and to accomplish gains of teaching and scope of education with the 
provision for award of degrees in Tibetan studies. In pursuance of its objectives, the University has been imparting education for the last 44 
years in Tibetan Studies with a predilection for Traditional Tibetan Method of teaching within the frame work of modern universities 
comprising time-bound courses of study, written examination and award of degrees. During 2014-15, the CUTS continued its compilation of 
Encyclopedic & Technical Dictionaries under which the works on Tibetan Sanskrit Ayurvijanan Kosha, Tibetan Sanskrit, Jyotish Kosha, 
Vinaya Kosha, etc. It purchased 2800 books and journals, e-documents and some equipments. Apart from this, 6 books were also published 
during the year. The University also established language laboratory. The translation and restoration of Granthas 850 pages of Tibetan/ 
Sanskrit was also undertaken. During the year 2015-16 (up to December, 2015), the University continued its project of compilation of 
encyclopedia and technical dictionaries. Under this programme the compilation of Tibetan Medical Kosha-4000 words, Tibetan-Sanskrit-
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Jyotish-2100 words, Vinaya Kosha-1100 words, Sanskrit-Tibetan-Kosha-30000 words and Nama Kosdha-900 words were entered under this 
project. 7 books were published during the period under the report. Under restoration and translation project, 425 pages translated and 
restored in Tibetan and Sanskrit languages. 1 National seminar have been organized by the University. The functioning of the Institute has 
been constantly reviewed by the Ministry from time to time and it was found that the Institute has been functioning well.  
NAVA NALANDA MAHAVIHARA, BIHAR 

Nava Nalanda Mahavihara (NNM) was established as a Centre of Post-graduate Studies and Research in Pali and Buddhist Studies on 
November, 20th 1951 by the Government of Bihar. The inspiration behind the establishment of the Mahavihara was to develop a Centre of 
Higher Studies in Pali and Buddhism on the line of ancient Nalanda Mahavihara. Department of Culture, MHRD, Government of India took 
over the Mahavihara under its administrative control as an autonomous institution in the year 1994. On November 13, 2006, the University 
Grant Commission accorded the Nava Nalanda Mahavihara the status of Deemed to be University. NNM is devoted to innovative teaching 
and research based on Pali and Buddhist Studies of high standard at Graduation and Post-graduation level. It aims not only to develop social 
and commercial skill in its students but also to inculcate human values and spiritual nobility in them. During the year 2014-15, the 
construction of Museum for Xuanzang Relic to house the Relic with total security has been started by Nava Nalanda Mahavihara and the 
work is under process. Over thousand of books have been purchased. For improvement and development of Library services, slim 21 and 
advanced library software will be purchased and installed by the end of this financial year. 4 Volumes Pali-Hindi dictionary has been 
published and released the 5th volume is under progress and would be released by the end of the financial year. During the year 2015-16 (upto 
December, 2015), over thousands number of new books on pali buddhist philosophy, ancient history ect. have been purchased alongwith 
some equipments for improvement and development of library services the 5th volume of Pali Hindi dictionary is expected to be released in 
March, 2016 the 6th volume of Pali Hindi dictionary is under progress special repairs, renovations and paintings of the buildings are have been 
carried out during the year under report. The in order to preserve tangible and intangible remains of Buddhist heritage in an around Nalanda 
which is under threat, the mapping of in around Nalanda has been planned to be initiated during this financial year. The Institute has 
functioned in an efficient manner during the period under review. 
CENTRAL INSTITUTE OF HIMALAYAN CULTURAL STUDIES (CIHCS), DAHUNG, ARUNACHAL PRADESH 

It came under Ministry of Culture, Govt. of India in the year 2010. Main objectives of the Institute are - (i). to provide for instruction 
of various courses in Indian Culture and to promote study and research in different branches of Buddhist Philosophical and Cultural Studies; 
(ii). to prepare students for higher learning and research in the fields of Buddhist Studies, Bhoti Language and Literature and Himalayan 
Studies with pedagogic methods using knowledge of modern research methodology and advanced up-to-date technology (iii). to inculcate 
awareness of the Cultural ethos, ecological balance and preservation of natural resources with special reference to the Himalayan region and 
North East region of India and (iv). to teach traditional arts and crafts and modern technical skill sets for facilitating economic self-sufficiency 
and sustainable development and preservation of ethnic identity within the framework of national unity". This Institution is mainly funded 
through the funds allocated for North East activities under Plan head. During 2014-15, CIHCS has continued a running of Acharya Classes at 
Bomdila. The upgradation of website of the institution and internet facilities for students have been provided for growth and development of 
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activities of the institution. It has been continuing the work relating to Audio Visual Recording/Documentation/Archiving of the traditional 
material for the preservation of Buddhist Art and Culture. The construction of 2nd floor on the double storey Vocational/Computer Training 
Centre at Bomdila is under progress which is being funded from Tribal Sub Plan funds during 2014-15. During the year 2015-16 (upto 
December, 2015), CIHCS has organized Buddhist Festival and one national seminar. Scholarship/stiphnened to at least 300 students was 
given during the period under review. It also conducted annual education tour for Shastri’s final year students. It also organized educational 
cum awareness programme on Buddhist/Himalayan Culture The Ministry has been regularly monitoring its activities and performance. 
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
