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CULTURAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT
OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA AND THE GOVERNMENT
OF THE REPUBLIC OF VENEZUELA

The Government of the Republic of India and the
Government of the Republic of Venezuela, (hereinafter referred
to as the "Contracting Parties"),

Inspired by the desire to establish and develep clese
cultural relations between Government and Peeonles, based
on the princi les of equality, respect and non-intervention
in internal affairs;

Desirous of promoting better mutual understanding
in the fields ef art, literature, education, histery,

sports and other cultural and academic disciplines,

Have agreed to sign the following AGREEMENI:

ARTICIE I
The Contracting Parties shall facilitate and encourage
cooperation in the fields of culture, art, education and
sports as also academic activities in those fields with
the purpose of contributing towards a better knowledge
of their respective national cultures and according te the
legal norms of each country.

ARTICLE I1
The Contracting Parties shall encourage and facilitate:

1. = Reciprecal visits eof professors and experts for
delivering lectures, study tours and conducting
special courses.
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2, = Reciprocal visits ef representatives of educatienal,
literary, cultural, scientific, artistic and sports
associat.ons and orcanisations te participate in
congresses, conferences, symposia and seminars;

3. = Exchange ef printed materials, audie-visuals and
other of cultural character that will contribute
te strengthen and widen the ebjectives of this
AGREEMENT, and whenever possible exchange cepies
of artistic objects.:

4. = Reciprocal facilities in regard to visits by
archaeelogists to enable them te gain experience

and training in excavatien, preservation and display
of archaeological finds.

5. = Exchange of artists, soleists and musical folklere,
dance and theatre groupss

6. = Exhibitions of artistic, infermative, histeric and
archaeolegical nature:

7. = Cooperation in the field ef cinemategraphy by way eof
exchange of films and visits of experts and producers
from both parties during natienal and internatienal
festivals which may be held in the territory of
either of them:

ARTICLE 111
Each contracting party shall endeavour te provide
facilities and scholarships te students and specialists
of the other country to study in its institutions of
higher education and research.
ARTICLE IV

Both Parties shall undertake, complying with natienal

legislations, the examination of pre-requisites in the

matter of granting diplemascertificates and degrees for
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university and higher educatien with the ebject of

establishing symonimity and equivalence in accordance
with a previocusly agreed order of priorities,

ARTICLE V

Both Parties shall, through the media ef radio,
television and press endeavour te protray the diverse
aspects of life and culture of the ether.

To that effect they shall exchange recerdings of

radie and T.V. programmes, musical discs, and tourist and
folklore materials.

ARTICLE VI

Both Parties shall facilitate sports exchanges, beth

of individuals and teams, and encourage such action as will
lead to cooperation in this field ,

ARTICLE VII

The Contracting Parties shall, to the extent possible,
ensure that text-books prescribed fer their educational

institutes, particularly those relating to history amd
geography, de not contain any error eor misrepresentation
of facts damaging about each other's country.

ARTICLE VIII

Each Contracting Party shall welcome the establishment
in its territery of cultural institutes or friendship

associations deveted to educational and cultural pursuits
by the other Contracting Party, or the Contracting Parties
jeintly, in accordance with the present AGREEMENT.
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Such institutieg and associstions shall be established
in accordance with the laws, regulatiens and general pelicy

of the host country, it being understood that prier clearance
of the Host Government would be obtained,

ARTICLE IX

Both Parties agree that the different programmes of
exchanges and ceeperatien in pursuance of this acreement

as well as the terms, cenditiens, financing and procedures
of implementatien shall be settled and carried out through
diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE X

The differences er controversies which may arise from
the interpretation or application ef the presemt AGREEMENI,
shall be reselved by consultatien between the Parties

through diplomatic channels,

ARTICLE XI

This AGREEMENT ghall enter inte force immediately en
the date the two contracting Parties have notified each
other of their having cempleted the legal formalities
1aid down in their respective countries,

ARTICLE XII

This AGREEMENT ghall remain in force for a peried of
five years from thedate it comes into force and shall

be autematically extended by equal and successive perieds
unless ene of the Contracting Parties denounces it through

wittten netice given six(6) menths prier to the date on
which it is desired to terminate,




Signed in Caracas on thirteenth day of September

nineteen eightyfour in six (6) originals, two in Hindi,

two in Spanish language, and two in English language,

all the texts being equally authentic., However, in case

of doubt, the English text shall prevail.
