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PROTOCOL

ON COOPERATION IN THE SPHERES OF
_CULTURE, ARTS, EDUCATION, MASS-MEDIA AND
SPORTS BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF INDIA
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF TURKMENISTAN

The Republic of India and the Government of
Turkmenistan, governed by their desire to develop cooperation
in the spheres of 'culture, arts, education; mass-media
and sports between their countries and strengthen the mutual
understanding between the two peoples, and in implementation
of the Agreement of Cooperation signed in New Delhi on
20th April, 1992, have agreed on continuation of the Cultural
Exchange Programme signed on 10th October, 1992 between
the Government of India and the Government of Turkmenistan
in the spheres of Culture, Arts, Education, Mass-Media
and Sports for a further period of three years i.e. 1997,
1998 and 1999.

Done in Delhi on 25th day of February, 1997
in two originals each in Hindi, Turkmen and English, all
texts being egually authentic.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
on preparation for celebration of the
500th Anniversary of the Great Oriental Thinker
BAIRAM KHAN TURKMEN

In India and in Turkmenistan

The Government of India and the Government of Turkmenistan

Seeking to strengthen and further develop the cooperation in the field
of Culture between their two countries and peoples.

Recognizing the historical and cultural affinity and closeness of
spiritual roots and traditions of the two nations,

Striving at deepening and developing of relationships of mutual
understanding, friendship and fraternity between the peoples of India and
Turkmemistan.

Have agreed to jointly celebrate the 300the Anniversary of the
outstanding oriental thinker, statesman and poet Bairam Khan Turkmen and
have agreed upon the following:

l. To establish an Indian-Turkmen Joint Committee for conduct of
the 500th Anniversary of Bairam Khan Turkmen and entrust it to
work  out  the plan of activities up to the celebration of the
Anmversary i the year 2000.

2. An exhibition of onental books and applied arts of the 16th and 17th
centuries to be held in New Delhi.

3.  Acompilation of the literarv works and heritage of Bairam Khan
Turkmen to be brought out in Turkmen, Russian and English.
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Festivals of Turkmen and Indian folk cultures and arts to be held in
each other’'s country,

An international conference on the life and works of Bairam Khan
Turken to be held in Ashgabat.

The timings and other details of the above activities will be agreed
upon through diplomatic channels.

The implementation of the agreed activities will be governed by the
terms of the Cultural Exchange Programme between the two countries,
