Cultural Cooperation Agreement between the
Government of the Republie of India and the

Government of Belize

The Government of the Republic of India and the Government
of Belize, hereinafter referred te as the Contracting

Parties

INSPIRED by a common desire to establish and devel op

closer cultural relations, and

DESTROUS of promoting and developing in every possible
manner such relations and understanding between India
and Belize especially in the realim ef culture and
education, including academic activity in science and
technology, hon-professiconal sports and infarmation

media

HAVE AGREED to the following: -

Article 1

The Contracting Parties shall facilitate and
erncourage ‘cooperation In  the fields &fF culture, art,
education including academic activity in science and
technology, mass-media and non-prefessional sports,
in order to contribute towards a hetter knowledge of

their respective cultures and activities in these fields:

Article 2

The Contracting FParties shall ENcourageo and

facilitate
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ta) reciprocal visits of professors and specialists
for delivering lectures and conducting special
coursegs and participation in congresses,

conferences, symposia and seminars;

(b) Reciprocal vigits of representatives of
artistiec, literary, scientific, cultural

and academic ascsociations;:

(c) Exchange materials in the field ef culture,
science, education, sports;, exchange of art

specimen and;

(d) Reciprocal facilities to archaeclogists to
gain experience of excavation as well as
preservation and display of archaeological

finds.
Article 3

Each Contracting Party shall endeavour to provide
facilities and scholarships to students and teachers
of the other country seeking to study in its institutions

of higher education.
Article 4

The Contracting FParties shall examine through
their competent Institutions and gdccording to the national
laws of each country the diplomas, certificates and
University degrees with a view to arriving at their

equivalence,




Article §

Each Contracting Party shall endeavour to present
different facets of the life and culture of the other
Farty through the media of radie and television, With
this end in wview, the Parties shall exchange suitable

materials and Programmes,
Article 6
The Parties shall facilitate and promote

fa) Exchange of cultural manifestations inclu-

ding art exhibitions;

(b} Exchange (u i I documentaries, radio
and television programmes recordings

and recordings of discs and tapes; and

(c) Exchange of experts in the field of cinema-
tography and participation in each other's
International Film Festivals,

Article 7

The Contracting Parties shall encourage wisits

of non-professional sports teams hetween the two countries.
Article 8
The Contracting Parties shall exchange information

particularly that relating to history and geocgraphy

for the preparation of text books prescribed for their

educational institutions.

Artiecle 9

Each Contracting Party shall welcome the estahlishment
in its territory of cultural institutes or friendship associaticons
devoted to education and cultural pursuits by the other Farty or
the Parties jointly, in accordance with its laws, regulations and
general policy in this regard, it being understoocd that prior
clearance of the Government concerned would be obtained before

any institution is established under this Article.
Article 10

For the fulfilment of the chjectives of the present Agreement,
a Joint Comittee shall be established by both the Parties consisting
of an egual number of renresentatives of the two Governments, which

shall meet every three years alternately in India and Belize.

The Joint Committes will be responsible for keeping under
pericdical review the working of the Agreement in the two countries,
formulation of exchange programmes and reviewing their progress,
recommending to the other Party any items of interest within the
scope of the Agreement and generally advising the Government cencerned
as to the manner in which the working of the Agreement may be inproved

uporn .
Article 11

The present Agreement shall come into foree on  the date
of signing and shall remain in force for a perieod of five years
and shall be renewed automatically thereafter for further peried
of five years esach time unless either Farty gives to the other
Party six months prior written notice of its intention to terminate

the present Agreement.




IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the duly authorised representatives
of the Parties have signed the present Agreement and
have affixed their seal thereto.

DONE in duplicate at New Delhi on Wednesday the
15th day of June of the Year One Thousand Nine Hundred
and Ninety Four corresponding te the twenty fifth day
of Jyaistha of the Year One Thousand WNine Hundred and
Sixteen (Saka) in Hindi and English languages, all the
texts being equally authentic. In case of doobt the
English text shall prevail.
