The provisions of this Agresmant shall apply, subject to
the national laws and ragulations in force, to projects and other
forms of co—opesration, in the resalms of art, culturs, educztion,
sports, public haalth and mass media of information, betwean the
Contracting Parties and may be implemented,-in order to contribute
towards & better knowledge of thair respeetive cultures and
actiy=ities in those fields, by the public authorities in India and
Zimbabwe or organisations as may be dasignated by ths Contracting

Partiasg.

ARTICLE 2
The Contracting Partiss shall sncourage and facilitates-

fieciprocal visits of experts for study tours, delivering

lectures and condueting special coursas;

Reciprocal visits of representatives from the sducational,
cultural, litsrary, scientific, technical, artistic, sports
and journalism flelds aasociations and orpganisations,tio

participate in congresses, symposia and seminars;

Exchange material in the fields of culture, sciance,
gducation, soorts; the translation and exchanga of booka,
pariodicals and other related publications, and the exchange

of art specimens for exhibition purposas;

Reciprocal facilitiss in regard to visits by archasologists
to snable them to ocain experience of excavation, as well as
preservation and display of archasologicel finds, and for

training purposes, and also in repard to exchance of casts.
ARTICLE 3

Each Contracting Party shall endeavour. to provids
facilitiss and scholarships to students and scisntific
parsonnal of the other country sseking to study in its

institutions of higher education.
ARTICLE 4

Each Contracting Party undertakes to sxamine tha position of
diplomas, certificates and university degrees awarded in tha
other country for the purposes of Tecognising whathar thay

are acceptable in its own educational and other institutions.




ARTICLE 5

Each Contracting Party shall endesavour to portray the various
facets of life and culture of the other Party, through the mass media,
and exchange of suitable materials and programmes,

ARTICLE &

The Contracting Parties shall promote:—

(a) exchange of artists, dance and music ansembles:

(b) exenanges of art and other exhibitionsy

(c) axchange of filme, documesntaries, radio and television
programmes ;

(d) exchange of experts inthe field of cinsmatography and
participation in each other's Film Fastivala;

(a) exchanoe of sports team visits.

The Contratting Partiss shall, to the extent possible,

(b) It shall be sffective for a period of five (5) y=zars from the
date on mhich it enters into force and shall be automatically
Tenawab la Fnr similar periods, unlass one of the Contracting
Parties gives to tha other a six (6) manths prior notice of
its integmtion to terminate tha Agresments

(c) All projects undertaken under this Agreement prior to the
.arfantiue date .of termination shall be continued until Fully
performed, unless the Contracting Parties agres to their
termination,
