2) The sdmigsion of nationals nominated by each ef
the twe contrzcting parties to undertake studies and training
in the university and sciengific institutions, indugtriél
enterprises and post—graduate institutes of professional and

higher studies belonging to the other side;
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%) Exchenge of artists &nd folklere troupes, sports
end athletic teams and orzanisation of friendly sports meetir

4) Fxchange of radio and televiglon programmes,
cinematographic films, books, cultural, scientifie, technics
literary, artistic and sports publicationsj

5) Orgenisagion of exhibitions of arts and traditio;
crafts; and

ARVICLE 28 Each ef the contrecting parties will g2

to the extent possible, to the candidetes nomineted by the
other perty, scholarships for studies and refresher courses
in the fields of educatiomn, culture, sclience, aris,

cinematography, crafis and seientific research.

ARTICLE 3¢ The twoO Contracting Parties undertake
encourage the examinagion of the conditions under which the
diplomas, certificates and unlve rsity degrees awarded in tF
other country can be recognised for purroses of study in 1t

ownl edncational end other institutions.

ARVICLE 4% Each of the contraecting Parties will
encourage on its territory any initiative aimed at the dep
of the history end civiligation of the other PaTLY, in
particular, through +he channel of press, radio and televi

ro this effect, there will be exchance of adequat

documentary meterial.

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ARPICIE S8 The two contracting parties will promote
their cooperction through translation, publishing, end
distribution of selected works related to education, sclence,
arts, health, crafts and sports on the bagle of accords which
will be signed between their conccrned respective bodies in
conformity with the regulations in force in each of the two

gounyries.

ARTTICIE 61 Dhe two contracting parties will promote
the establishment and strengthening of relations between the

Kational Commigsions of UNESCO of the two pountries.

ARTPICLE 7: The contraciing psrties shall, to the
extent possible and subject to the laws of thelr respective
countries,ensure that text-books prescribed for thelr
‘educational institutions, particularly these relating o
History and Geogrephy, do not contain any error or mi srerre-—

gentation of facts about each other's country.

ARUICLE 8% The two contracting perties will =lso0
facilitate cooperation amongst their museums, libraries and
other cultural and scientific institutions through exchange of

visits of experts, exchange of books and publications.

ARDPTICLE 9: The two contracting parties will promote,
£0 the extent possible, dlrect cooperation between their
- respective bodies of radio broadcast and televigion and other
}iﬁférmaai@n media, tourism and crafts. They will facilitate

‘the signing of sccords or special arrengements between the
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ARTICLE 10% ''he two contracting parties will consul
gach other periodieally to review the impleménﬁaﬁiﬂn of the
fr&sent genergl accord and, eventually, to examine the
possibility of finslising triennial programmes of cultural
and scierntific eocoperation stating a2ll the concrete actlons
and stbeps to be taken, as well as the appropriate finsncial
modslities related $0 this cooperation.
