
Cultural Exchange Program
Between

the Government of the Republic of India
and the Government of the People's Democratic Republic of Algeria

The Government of the Republic of India and the Government of
People's Democratic Republic of Algeria (hereinafter referred to as Parties);

Recalling the cultural Agreement concluded between the two
countries on 01 June 1976;

Willing to strengthen the cultural bonds between the two countries by
adopting a Cultural Exchange Program for a period2019-2021.

Article 1:

Both Parties undertake to promote the cooperation and the exchange
in the field of: cinema, art, literature, fine arts, and plastic arts and to
preserve the cultural heritage. In this aim, the two parties promote the direct
communication between the concerned institutions in the two countries.

Article 2:

Both Parties promote the translation of literary works of famous
writers and poets in both countries.

Article 3:

Both Parties promote the exchange between the national libraries in
both countries and within this framework; they shall exchange visits of
experts in the field of preserving and maintaining manuscripts in order to
benefit from the experiences of the two parties in both countries. .

Article 4:

Each Party shall extend invitations to other for participation in their
respective international fairs on a commercial and non-commercial basis,
while this program is in force.
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Article 5:

Both Parties promote the exchange of artistic groups and the
participation in the intemational cultural festivals organized which take
place in both countries.

. Article 6

Both Parties shall hold fllm weeks in each other's country on a
reciprocal basis.

Article 7:

Both Parties exchange visits of experts in anthropology of different
institutes of both countries.

Article 8:

Both Parties exchange the visit of experts in the field of archeology
science for the period of seven (07) days. The details of this exchange shail
be finalized through the diplomatic channel.

Article 9:

Both Parties promote cooperation in the field of museums and
preservation of the cultural heritage within this prograrnme; the two parties
prepare adequate conditions in exchanging documents, experiences and
experts between the concemed institutions in application of a determined
field of a common agreement.

Article 10: .

The sending Party shall provide for the flight tickets back and forth,
whereas the host Party shall ensure the accofllmodation, catering and local
transportation.

Article 11:

This program does not exclude the possibility of carrying out
exchange agreements in other fields, if necessary



Article 12:

If there is any difference in implementation of any of the provisions of
this Cultural Exchange Program, it shall be resolved through negotiation,
without resorting to any other dispute resolution rnechanism.

Article 13:

This Cultural Exchange Program shall come into force from the date
of its signature and will continue to be in force for a period of three years or
till a fresh exchange prograflrme is signed, whichever occurs earlier. The
progralnme may be terminated by either party by giving a written notice to
the other party.

Article 14:

In witness whereof the undersigned, being duly authonzed by their
respective government, has signed this programme.

Done and signed at New Delhi on January 3l ,2019 in two originals
each in Hindi, Arabic and English languages, all texts being equally
authentic. In case of any divergence of interpretation, the English text shall
prevail.
