CULTURAL EXCHANGE PROGRAMME
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA
| AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF CAMBODIA
FOR THE YEARS 2018 - 2022

The Government of the Republic of india and the Government of the Kingdom of
Cambodia (hereinafter jointly referred to as the “Parties” and separately as a

i Pa rty”);

RECALLING of the implementation of the Cultural Agreement signed between the
Parties on 31% January, 1996; and

DESIRING to promote cultural exchange and strengthen the friendly relations
between India and Cambodia; :

Have agreed on the following Program on Cultural Cooperation for the period:

2018-2022;
Article 1
The Parties shall encourage cooperation among the institutions of —

() culture and art studies in the field of library and cultural anthropology
(i) performing arts in the field of dance and theatre
(iii) traditional heritage preservation in the field of archives and archaeology

(iv) contemporary and fine arts

2. The Parties shall exchange exhibitions and delegations/art groups/experts
to facilitate cooperation among various institutions. Details of the events and
delegations/art groups/experts shall be mutually agreed upon through diplomatic
channels.

3.  Both Parties shalll participate in the national and international art festival,
especially the traditional festivals of each other.

4. Both parties shall exchange a writer's delegation on reciprocal basis. Details

of such visits shall be mutually decided by the Parties through diplomatic channels.
Article 2

5. The Parties shall organize “Indian Culture Week in Cambodia” and
“Cambodia Culture Week in India” showcasing the art performances, cultural
exhibitions, film festival etc.




6. The details of events, size of grdup and period of visit shall be decided
through mutual consultations.

Article 3

7. The Parties shall invite each other to its international film festival as well aé
the documentary, short and animation film festivals.

8.  The Parties shall consider organizing a film week in each other’s territory
with exchange of delegation of film industry. The details shall be worked out
through mutual consultations. ‘

Article 4

9. The sending Party shall send the bio-data (including languages spoken) and
proposed itinerary, at least three months in advance of the expected date of visit of
the delegation/ individuals, and at least six months in advance in the case of
performing delegations/exhibitions so that the receiving side can suitably publicize
the Programme.

10. Both Parties shall extend facilities to the delegations / individuals sent from
the other party to get acquainted with the culture and life of the host country.

11.  The Sending Party shall cover the international travel costs and insurances
of its delegations/ individuals and the receiving Party shall provide accommodation,
domestic transportation, interpreters and medical facilities.

12.  In the case of performing artistes and delegations, the receiving Party shall
also be responsible for: '

(i) -arranging the performances of the visiting performing troupes in suitable
halls

(i) providing possible lighting and sound arrangements required; and

(i) normal facilities—light - refreshment to the performing artistes during
rehearsals and intermissions etc.

13.  The terms & conditions for organizing exhibition shall be mutually agreed
upon through diplomatic channels.

Article 5

14,  Any dispute between the Parties concerning the interpretation and/or
implementation of this Culture Exchange Program (CEP) shall be settled amicably
through consultations and / or negotiations with diplomatic channels.




15.  The Cultural Exchange Program can be reviewed or amended at any time by
mutual written consent of the Parties through diplomatic channels. Such revisions
or amendments shall enter into force on such date as may be determined by the

parties.
Article — 6

16.  This Cultural Exchange Program shall enter into force on the date of its
signing. The Program shall be valid for five years and shall automatically be
renewed for the same period, unless either Party gives notice to the other Party in
writing about its intention to terminate the program within six months of the expiry of

the validity period of the program.

In witness whereof, the undersigned, being duly authorized thereto by their
respective Governments have signed this cultural exchange program.
