CULTURAL EXCHANGE PROGRAMME
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF CULTURE AND ARTS

The Government of the Republic of India and the Government of the Republic of Serbia
(hereinafter: the Parties);

Recalling of the implementation of the Agreement between the Government of the
Republic of India and the Government of the Republic of Serbia on Cooperation in the
Fields of Culture, Art, Youth, Sports and Media signed between the Parties in New Delhi
on 3" May, 2018 ; and

Wishing to strengthen and improve cooperation in the field of culture and arts, contribute to

mutual rapprochement and development of creative potential between the two countries, have
agreed as follows:

Article 1
CULTURE AND ARTS

The Parties shall encourage the development of cooperation in all fields of culture and arts,
direct cooperation between cultural institutions, as well as the exchange of artists and
professionals in the field of culture and arts at all levels.

The Parties shall encourage cooperation between their cultural institutions by examining the
possibilities for concluding individual protocols on cooperation between museums, libraries,
theatres and other organizations in their countries.

In accordance with the principle of reciprocity, the Parties shall organize Days of Culture in
another country. The modalities and manner of realization of these events shall be agreed by
the Parties through the diplomatic channels and the signing of special Protocols.

The Parties shall in particular exchange information on programs and projects linking culture
and tourism.

Article 2
MUSIC

The Parties shall promote cooperation in the field of music art and related disciplines, by
establishing cooperation between music academies - conservatories and other institutions, by
organizing educational programs in order to better understand the musical traditions and
cultural contexts of the two countries. '

The Parties shall encourage cooperation within the framework of joint projects of artistic or
educational profile and exchange of experiences.

Article 3
THEATRE

The Parties shall encourage the direct exchange of theatre and dance groups for participation
in international festivals to be held in both countries.

The Parties shall assist in the development of direct contacts between national theatres and
ensembles and other institutions in the field of performing arts, as well as artistic exchange in




. this field on the principlé of Inutﬁél exchange. An égreement on the éxchénge shall be
reached through diplomatic channels or by signing an individual protocol of cooperation
between the interested institutions.

Article 4
MASS MEDIA

The Parties will exchange programme depicting various facets of life and culture in the two
countries through their respective radio and TV organization.

The Parties shall endeavour to strengthen relation between their national broadcasting
organizations by exchange of Programmes, professionals and by utilizing training expertise
and facilities available in respective country. Details of such exchange will be mutually
agreed upon by the Parties through diplomatic channels.

The Parties will invite each othér to their International Film Festivals.

Article 5
FESTIVALS

The Parties shall exchange information on major international festivals and events held each
year in the two countries.

The Parties shall extend invitations and exchange information on international festivals and
other cultural events held in the two countries to the extent feasible. Individuals and

institutions interested in participating in such events shall resolve all issues directly with their
organizers.

Article 6
MUSEUMS AND EXHIBITIONS

The Parties shall encourage cooperation in the field of museums and institutions in charge of
research, protection and preservation of movable cultural heritage. The Parties shall consider
organizing representative exhibitions, collections or exhibits in national museums in another
country during the term of the Programme, in accordance with their financial capabilities. An
agreement on the exchange would be explored through diplomatic channels and the signing
of an individual protocol of cooperation between the interested institutions.

Article 7
ARCHIVES

The Parties shall support the continuation of cooperation between the archives of the two
countries, which will be achieved on the basis of direct agreements between these institutions
and signed protocols on cooperation, in accordance with applicable national regulations.

Article 8
PROTECTION OF TANGIBLE CULTURAL HERITAGE

The Parties shall cooperate in the field of protection of tangible or archaeological and
architectural cultural heritage through the exchange of experiences, information,




implementation of joint research projects and training programs, as well as visits of experts in
this field.

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation of interested institutions in the field of
protection of cultural heritage, for the purpose of professional exchange, as well as
participation in international professional gatherings.

The parties shall encourage cooperation between institutions in charge of conservation and
restoration of cultural heritage, as well as the exchange of technology and experts.

Article 9
PRESERVATION OF INTANGIBLE CULTURAL HERITAGE

The Parties shall encourage cooperation in the field of intangible cultural heritage through the
exchange of exhibitions, documentaries, experiences, and the implementation of joint
research projects in this field.

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation of interested institutions in the field of
preservation of intangible cultural heritage.

Article 10
LITERATURE

The Parties shall encourage cooperation in the field of literature, translation and publishing,
and exchange of personnel in the field of literature between the two countries on a reciprocal

basis, with a view to translating and publishing selected works of Indian and Serbian
literature.

Article 11
LIBRARIES

The Parties shall promote direct cooperation between the national libraries of the two
countries, including the exchange of books and publications.

Article 12
COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF DIGITALIZATION

The Parties shall establish scientific cooperation in the field of development of digitization of
cultural heritage, information systems in the field of culture and platforms for the presentation
of digitized content. The Parties shall encourage mutual exchange of exhibitions in digital
format. The Parties shall contribute to the training and exchange of experts in the field of
digitization of cultural heritage and contemporary creativity through the organization of joint

seminars, conferences and symposia. The exchange will be in accordance with the national
legislations of the respective countries.

Article 13
GENERAL PROVISIONS AND FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

During the realization of the exchanges provided by this Programme the two Parties shall
reach an agreement through diplomatic channels, i.e. by signing special protocols on




cooperation, in accordance with the administrative and financial possibilities of both Parties
wherever necessary and feasible.

Article 14
FINAL PROVISIONS

Any dispute between the Parties arising out of the interpretation, application or implementation
. of this Cultural Exchange Programme shall be settled amicably through consultation or
& - negotiations between the Parties.

The provisions of this Cultural Exchange Programme shall not preclude the Parties from
agreeing through the diplomatic channel, on other arrangements which they may deem
desirable.

The Cultural Exchange Programme can be reviewed or amended at any time by mutual written
~ consent of the Parties through diplomatic channels. Such revisions or amendments shall enter
into force on such date as may be determined by the parties.
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Either Party may terminate this Programme by giving written notice to the other Party six
~ months in advance. The termination of this Programme shall not prejudice the completion of
~any on-going programmes and projects under this Programme unless the Parties decide

- otherwise.

The present Programme shall enter into force on the date of its signature thereof by the Parties
and shall remain in force for a period of five years or till a fresh Programme is signed.

IN WITNESS WHEROF the undersigned, being duly authorized by their respective
Governments, have signed this Cultural Exchange Programme.

Done and signed in Belgrade, on 11 October 2021 in two originals in the Hindi, Serbian and
English languages, all texts being equally authenhc In case of any divergence in interpretation,
the English text shall prevail.
