The Government of the Republic of India and the Government of
rhe Republic of Singapore, (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”),

Pursuant to the Memoerandum of Understanding between the
Government of the Republic of India and the Government of the
Republic of Singapore, concerning cooperation in the fields of the arts,
heritage and the archives, signed on 5t February 1993 in New Delh,

Have reached the following understandings on the following
projects in the felds of the arts, heritage, archives and the library:

I, ARTS

L. The “Year of India’ in Singapore was celebrated in 2014-15 and
the “Year of Singapore” in India in 2015.

2. The People’s Association (PA) of Singepore invited -India (o
participate in the Chingay Parade in Singapore in 2018, PA
provided local hospitality to 41 performers from India, including
their accommodation and transportationn of performers and
squiprment,

3. The Parties will exchange a team of 5 to 6 writers on a reciprocal
hasie. Details of such visits will be mutually agreed upon between
the concerned institutions through diplomatic channels,

4. The Parties will collaborate to showcase suitable artists or arts
groups in the performing, visual or literary arts on a reciprocal
basis. The receiving Party will facilitate the efforts of the sending
Party through the appropriate agencies in the respective countries
by providing venues and technical support. Details of such visits
will be mutually agreed upon between the concerned mstitutions
through diplomatic channels.

. MUSEUMS

The Asian Civilisations Museum {ACM] of Singapore will seek
artefact Ioans for exhibitions, skills developmernt and training

exchanges with various museums and institutions in India,
including the Archaeological Survey of India. The ACM will enter
into separate agreements with its partners for this purpose,

The Indian Heritage Centre (IHC) of Singapore will seek arteiact
loans for exhibitions, seminars,. skills. development and training
exchanges with varlous museums and institutions in India. The
THC will enter into separate agreements with its partners for this

pUIpOSE.

The Singapore Art Museum (SAM and the National Gallery of
Modern Art (NGMA} of India will explore the possibility of
exchanging travelling exhibitions on Southeast Asian and Indian
contemporary art respectively.

ACM, THC and S$SAM will also explore the possibility of
collaborative partnerships with relevant institutions in India in
the areas of, but not limited to, exhibition exchanges, programumne
development, educational exchanges or dialogues, information
sharing platforms and ariist residencies.

The National Gallery Singapore (NGS) will explore the possibility
of collaboration  with NGMA such as through the signing ol a
Memorandum of Understanding.

The Nalanda-Sriwijaya Centre (NSC) at the Institute of Southeast
Asian Studies ([SEAS) of Singapore will enter into an
agreement with the Asiatic Society Kolkata (ASK] to jointly digitise
and publish a catalogue of Southeast Asian and Chinese
manuscripts at the latter institution.

The NSC will seelk to collaborate with the Indisn Museum,
Kolkata, to digitise and publish a catalogue of artefacts relating
to art, archaeclogy, anthropelogy, geology, botany and zoology in
Southeast Asia housed at the latter institution. '

The National Heritage Board (NHB) of Singapore will receive and
provide support to exhibitions {including venue and technical
support} from India in the fields of Buddhist Art, Conteniporary
Art, Textiles, and Design, among others, The NHB will also
collaborate with relevant institutions in India by sharing

information and supporting exhibitions/projects on  India's

connections, including maritime links, with Southeast Asia. The
details of each of these exhibitions/projects will be finalised
through discussions and separate agreements between the

concerned institations.




ARCHIVES

Subject to arrangernents to be discussed and agreed upon:

Al The Nattonal Archives of Singapore (NAS) and the National
Archives of India (NALJ will endeavour 1o

{a) promote on the basis of reciprocity, the establishment of
mutual access to archival records of relevance and interest to
each gther;

(b} promote sharing of archival knowledge for mutual benefit in
the various areas of archives including conservation and records
rmanagerment; and

(c] collaborate on exhibitions and publications of mutual
interest so as to deepen understanding and friendship between
the two couniries.

B The NAS and the NAL in conjunciion with the West Bengal
State Archives, will explore coliaboration to identify and digitise
archival records pertaining to India's interactions with Scoutheast
Asia prior to 1947,

Separate memoranda of understanding between NAI/West Bengal
State Archives and NAS will be formmulated for any of the
arrangements set out above,

MONUMBENTS

NHB will seek to collaborate with Archaeological Survey of India

(ASH on restoration projects involving Singapore’s monuments of -

South Indian or Chulia origins. Such cellaboration may include
training exchanges for monument preservation  professionals

and knowledge eéxchange in monument preservation and
congservation. The details of such collaborations/projects will be
finalised through discussions and separate agreements between

NHE and AS].

LIBRARY

The Parties will carry out an exchange of books, journals, other
teaching aid materials on the social, cultural, economic, business
and finance aspects between the National Library Board of
Singapore and the National Library, Kelkata and other libraries in

India,

The Parties will establish mutual access to collections and
databases between the Natienal Library Beard of Singapore, the
National Library of India and other Libraries in India. This can
be done through exchange of catalogues, digitisation  of content,
and establishment of mutually beneficial Library services that
include docurnent delivery, inter- hbxary loans and information
search and packaging.

The Parties will at their discretion organise exhibitions and
digplay their exhibits  at the premises of the other Party within
the terms and conditions to be agreed in & separate loans and
exhibition contract which will include the following:

fa} scope and contents for the collaboration; and
(b methodelogy and funding for the collaboration.

EXCHANGE OF TECHNICAL EXPERTS

The Parties will exchenge technicel experts in the fields of the

arts, neritage, archives and library on a reciprocal basis.
Museum professionals from Singapore could participate in the

relevani short-term training courses at the National Museum
Institute (NMI) in New Delhi or other similew institutions in India.
Similarly, professionals and experts from India could participate
in training conducted by the NHBE. The terms and conditions of
these exchanges will be mutually agreed to between  the
conceriied institutions.

EXCHANGE OF STUDENTS

The  Parties will facilitate the exchange of students between
educational ingtitutions such as the National Schoeol of Drama in
India and similar institttions in Singapore on a recipracal basis.
The terms and corwlitions of these exchanges will be mutually
agreed upon i advance between the concerned institutions.

GENERAL AND FINANCIAL TERMS

The general and financial provisions appended hereto form an
integral part of this document.

MISCELLANEQUS

The Executive Programme under this decument will be effective
immediately on being signed by both Parties and will remain valid
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till 31st December, 2018, The Programme can be renewed at the
request of either Party.

For the avoidance of doubt, this document does not create any
legal obligations on the part of any of the Parties.

Done in Singapore on the 24t day of November, 2015 in two originals
ecach in Hindi and English, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
divergence of interpretation, the English text will prevail.

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THE GENERAL AND FINANCIAL PROVISIONS GOVERNING
THE EXCHANGES UNDER THE EXECUTIVE PROGRAMME
EETWELNR
INDIA ANTY BINGAPORE FOR THE YEARE 2018 - 2018

This document provides for the General and Financial arrangements
when one Party {“the sending state”} sends participants or exhibits to
the other Party (“the receiving state’].

1. Exchange of General Visits

The default arrgngements for all exchange of general visils between
Singapore and India are as follows:

{a) The delegation will be proposed by the sending party;

(hy The sending party will provide the reeceiving party, the
ollowing items

i} Names of the persons comprising the delegation;

ii)  Proposed programumne of the visit; and

i) The date and the foreseen duration of the visit.

[e) The sending party will cover the accommodation, international
and local travel expenses for the delegation. The sending party
will provide its delegation with a daily allowance according to
rates stipwlated hy prevailing guidelines for the duration of the
vigit;

{d} The receiving party will cover the other in-country expenses
incurred in organising the visit; and

le} For each exchange, the detailed arrargements as regards the
above matters are to be worked out and mutually agreed upon by
the sending party and the receiving party in advance.

2. Ymchange of Exhiitions

The financial provisions and modalities for exhibition exchanges will be

miutually agreed upon for each exchange. £
3. Exchange in 8kills Development and Training

The financial provisions and modalities for skills development and
training exchanges will be mutually agreed Upon for each exchange.
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
