Tharoor wins Sahitya Akademi Award for his book on British rule

Shashi Tharoor on Wednesday
won the Sahitva Akademi
Award 2019 for An Era of Dark-
ness: The British Empire in In-
dia. Tharoor won for his non-
fiction work in English, the
announcement said, among
other winners feature play-
wright Nand Kishore Acharya
for Hindi poetry.
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Tharoor’s book talks about
the British rule in India ex-
plaining how exploitative the
colonisation was for India.

The Akademi announced its
awards in 23 languages, nclud-
ing Assamese, Bengali, Bodo,
Dogri, English, Gujarati, Hin-
di, Santhali, Kashmiri, Odia,
Sanskrit, Sindhi and Urdu,
among others. The award cere-
mony will be held on February
25 at the Festival of Letters or-

ganised by the Sahitva Akade-
mi in New Delhi.
