Academy, Ludhiana and Punjab Arts Council, Chandigarh. Decorated with
many prestigious awards and honors, Surjit Patar was awarded the Sahitya
Akademi Award in the year 1993 for the poetry collection 'Hanere Vich
Sulgadi Varnmala'.

The literary world is saddened by the demise of Surjit Patar and his demise
is an irreparable loss not only to Punjabi but to the entire Indian literature.
